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PREFACE.

HAVE often wished when preaching or teaching to have in
I my hands the fullest possible History of our Lord, shewing
the testimony of all the Holy Witnesses combined into one nar-
rative ; which should preserve as far as might be every minute
detail and trait of the evidence, without introducing a word or
thought which they had not recorded. It seemed to me that
such a page would be an invaluable help to any one explaining
orally, or commenting upon, such of our Saviour’s actions as
are recorded by more than one Evangelist; and would save
him the trouble and distraction of having to keep his fingers
in three or four different places in his Bible, and to refer to
them perpetually ; entailing close mental effort at the moment,
and seriously interfering with that free use of the eye which is
so important to one who would secure the attention of either a
class or a congregation. For this reason also the text should
be in a fairly large and clear type, so that the place is easily
recovered when the eye returns to it; and for the same reason
it must not be disfigured by notes, marks, etc. between the
lines: at the same time it should contain such references as
may best aid the teacher; and he should have at hand a table
of such apparent variations between the witnesses as it would
be dishonest in him to ignore.

I have not been able to find such a book in English:
Stroud, Pound, White, and others have published works of the
kind in Greek, and the last named I have found most useful in
reading with a class of boys who knew Greek, at a Public
School; but since I have become a teacher of simple English
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country-people I have heard of nothing in a convenient form
that would supply my want. I have therefore attempted to
arrange such a book for myself; and feeling certain that others
must often have felt the same need, I have decided to publish
it, at a price which will bring it within the reach of as many as
possible.

Of course I have taken the language of the Revised
Version. While I do not deny that there are therein many
passages that I could wish differently expressed, and a few
which even grate upon the ear, the distinct gain in accuracy
and truth in the vast majority of the alterations is so over-
whelming, to say nothing of the use of most probably the
purest Greek text that has yet been printed, that I somewhat
marvel to hear of scholars still speaking and writing against its
adoption. Surely also it is unfortunate that learned bodies
continue to publish, and educated men to read publicly, both
such manifest interpolations as that of “the three Witnesses in
Heaven,” and also passages in which there occur various
words, such as “hell,” “damnation,” ‘beasts,” ‘bowels,” etc.
(where nothing of the sort, as the words are now generally un-
derstood by simple people, was meant by the authors) without
at least suggesting an alternative rendering.

The way in which I have endeavoured to carry out my
plan is this. First, I arranged the parallel passages, side by
side, as denoted by the best authorities. Then taking the fullest
account of each event as the groundwork, I have endeavoured
to weave into that the additional facts, traits, or illustrations
which are found in the other narratives; assuming first of all
that S. Luke did what he tells us he intended to do, viz. to
write his history ‘in order’—«afeijs ypdar. In the narrative
itself T have treated the plural as including the singular, the
stronger expression as including the weaker, and the more
definite as including the less distinct. Whatever I have not
been able thus to weave in, I have placed in the ‘table of
Variations” at the end of the volume.
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The Italics of the Revised Version are printed in the As-
fory in Roman type. Where Italics do occur they denote
words which it has been necessary to insert for the connection
of sentences, etc. These are very few.

The order of the references at the bottom of each page is
that of the greater or less fulness of the narrative of each
event, and not that of any supposed order of their composition.
The parallel passages themselves I propose to print in full, side
by side, in a second part', in a form which I hope will be
found very convenient for comparison. Tables, etc. are added,
and such a selection of marginal references as may make the
book more generally useful.

I do not in the least pretend to have solved any of those
dozen or so problems as to the order of events, which will
probably for ever remain matters of opinion; nor do I think
that we have, or were intended to have, the materials for
forming a complete itinerary of our Saviour’s movements: my
object has been to obtain the most complete picture possible
of each event; which appears to me far more important than
the chronological order. We have, if I may so speak, what an
artist might call a study by S. Mark; two profiles, the one looking
towards the Jewish, the other towards the Gentile world, by
S. Matthew and S. Luke respectively; and a full-face portrait
by S. John. From all of them, from whatever point they are
viewed, the same divine Eye, so full of awful majesty, yet so
tender in its infinite love, looks straight into the soul of the
beholder. It is my earnest hope that in this attempt to com-
bine the four portraits into one no single feature will be found
to have suffered.

My best thanks are due to the Universities of Oxford and

! This is not yet ready. Tillitis, I cannot do better than recommend
the use of Mr S. D. Waddy’s Harmony of the Four Gospels in the Revised
Version. His sections do not exactly correspond with mine, but very
nearly so: a table on the last page of this volume will facilitate ready
reference. His preface and introduction are well worth careful reading.
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Cambridge for their kind permission to print from the Revised
Version; to Professors Westcott and Hort for permission to
make use of their table of quotations from the Old Testament;

NOTLE ON THE SERMON ON THE MOUNT.

Whether the discourse in S. Luke vi. 20—49 is another report of the
same as that in S. Matthew v. vi. vii. or not is one of those questions which
must continue to be matters of opinion. I have printed them independently,
as it is perfectly impossible to blend them into one, from their being reported
from different points of view. §S. Luke cannot have been acquainted with
S. Matthew’s report before his own was written, as the latter is so perfect a
composition that had he known it he could not have varied so greatly from
it ; on the other hand, S. Matthew perhaps did know S. Luke’s report, and
explain some phrases in it.

Many of the passages which at first sight appear peculiar to S. Matthew
are found in other parts of S. Luke, mostly in chapters xi. and xii. In the
‘ Harmony " these will be printed in brackets. References to them are
given in the margin of section 43*, but none are given from 43* to 43,
or vice versa, as the two stand close together in the volume.

An able writer has recently called the Sermon on the Mount ‘“a collec-
tion of loosely connected and aphoristic utterances.” I do not know of
any more perfect composition in the world, or any hortatory moral treatise
in which the train of thought is more connected and logically evolved.
It begins by declaring who are good citizens of the new kingdom (v. 3—12);
sets forth the duties of such citizens, both in the way of example and pre-
cept; (13—1y) enlarges on the principles on which the laws of that king-
dom, the ancient commandments of God, are to be interpreted and kept;
(17—48) treats of the great religious duties of the citizens, Almsgiving,
Prayer and Fasting (vi. 1—18), and warns us against the chief hinderances
to our spiritual life: worldliness (19—34); self-righteousness (vii. 1—3);
irreverence (6); want of confidence (7—12), or earnestness (13—iy);
and hypocrisy, whether in teachers (15—23), or hearers (24—27). The
more it is studied as a whole the more does its wonderful beauty shine
forth, and the attainment of its glorious standard of perfection commend
itself as the worthiest object of human ambition. He might as well have
called the human skeleton a string of disconnected ossifications.



NOTE ON THE MARGINAL REFERENCES.

I have endeavoured in these to suggest every passage to which I should
wish to be able to refer a class that I was teaching. I have therefore given
not only the places quoted from the Old Testament, but many others also
that occurred to me or were suggested by others as illustrating the text,
whether by throwing light upon obscure or unusual phrases or words, or
the general thought; and in many cases also passages in the Acts and
Epistles, as shewing the evolution as it were of our Lord’s teaching in the
minds of those who first heard Him, and the application of His principles to
their own circumstances and times. I know of few things more interesting
than thus to trace the history of a thought, dug up from the rich mine of
the Old Testament, stamped as current coin by our Saviour, and applied
by His Apostles to the various uses of Christian life. The two millennia
which have nearly passed since the words were spoken have added infinite
variety to such application, but have in no way altered the principles them-
selves.

Where H. or Gr. is printed, attention is called to the Hebrew or
the Greek. When more than one or two verses should be read for
the reference, two or three dots are in most cases added; but the exi-
gences of the margin have prevented this being always done, as for the
sake of clearness each reference is contained for the most part in one line.
For the same reason the names of the books have been abbreviated as much
as possible, but not, I hope, so as to be in any case unintelligible. Other
abbreviations will explain themselves : such as cp, compare ; ph, perhaps ;
pr, probably, etc.

Cross references to other sections are added where the illustration applies
to the general thought of a passage, and not merely to a particular word
or phrase. These are not repeated on the same page.

in a manger, because there was no room for them in the

AND there were shepherds in the same country abid-
ing in the field, and keeping watch by night over their
flock. And an angel of the Lord stood by them, and
the glory of the Lord shone round about them: and
5 they were sore afraid.

10 you; Ye shall find a babe wrapped in swaddling clothes,
and lying in a manger. And suddenly there was with
the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God, Rev.5.11..
and saying,
Glory to God in the highest,
15 And on earth peace among men in whom he is well Is. 26. 3.
pleased. — 57. 19
And it came to pass, when the angels went away
from them into heaven, the shepherds said one to an-
other, Let us now go even unto Bethlehem, and see this
thing that is come to pass, which the Lord hath made
20 known unto us. And they came with haste, and found
both Mary and Joseph, and the babe lying in the manger.
And when they saw it, they made known concerning the

was spoken unto them.

11. Circumcision. Presentation. Nunc Dimitiis.

AND when eight days were fulfilled for circumcising
him, his name was called Jesus, which was so called by
the angel before he was conceived in the womb.

And when the days of their purification according to
the law of Moses were fulfilled, they brought him up to
Jerusalem, to present him to the Lord (as it is written in
the law of the Lord, Every male that openeth the womb
shall be called holy to the Lord), and to offer a sacrifice
according to that which is said in the law of the Lord,
A pair of turtle-doves, or two young pigeons. And be-
hold, there was a man in Jerusalem, whose name was
Simeon ; and this man was righteous and devout, look-
ing for the consolation of Israel: and the Holy Spirit
was upon him. And it had been revealed unto him by
the Holy Spirit, that he should not see death, before he
had seen the Lord’s Christ. And he came in the Spirit
into the temple: and when the parents brought in the
child Jesus, that they might do concerning him after the
custom of the law, then he received him into his arms,
and blessed God, and said,

Now lettest thou thy servant depart, O Lord,

According to thy word, in peace;

For mine eyes have seen thy salvation,

Which thou hast prepared before the face of all
peoples;

A light for revelation to the Gentiles,

And the glory of thy people Israel.

And his father and his mother were marvelling at the
things which were spoken concerning him ; and Simeon
blessed them, and said unto Mary his mother, Behold,
this child is set for the falling and rising up of many in
Israel; and for a sign which is spoken against; yea

and a sword shall pierce through thine own soul; that Jn. 9. 23.
thoughts out of many hearts may be revealed. And
there was one Anna, a prophetess, the daughter of
35 Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher (she was of a great age,
having lived with a husband seven years from her vir-
ginity, and she had been a widow even for fourscore and
four years), which departed not from the temple, wor-
shipping with fastings and supplications night and day. r Tim. s.3.
40 And coming up at that very hour she gave thanks unto
God, and spake of him to all them that were looking for
the redemption of Jerusalem. And when they had ac-
complished all things that were according to the law of
the Lord, they returned into Galilee, to their own city
45 Nazareth.
And the child grew and waxed strong, filled with 1 Sa. 3. 19.
wisdom : and the grace of God was upon him.

12. Epiphany.
Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea in
the days of Herod the king, behold, wise men from the 1 Ki. 4. 30.
east came to Jerusalem, saying, Where is he that is born
King of the Jews? for we saw his star in the east, and Nu.24. 17.
5 are come to worship him. And when Herod the king Is. 6o. 3.
heard it, he was troubled, and all Jerusalem with him.
And gathering together all the chief priests and scribes 2Ch.34.13.
of the people, he inquired of them where the Christ
should be born. And they said unto him, In Bethlehem
1o of Judeea: for thus it is written by the prophet,
And thou Bethlehem, land of Judah, Mic. 5. 2.
Art in no wise least among the princes of Judah: Jn. 7. 42.
For out of thee shall come forth a governor,
Which shall be shepherd of my people Israel. Jn. 1o, 11,
15 Then Herod privily called the wise men, and learned of
them carefully what time the star appeared. And he
sent them to Bethlehem, and said, Go and search out
carefully concerning the young child ; and when ye have
found /zm, bring me word, that I also may come and
20 worship him.” And they, having heard the king, went
their way ; and lo, the star, which they saw in the east,
went before them, till it came and stood over where the
young child was. And when they saw the star, they

rejoiced with exceeding great joy. And they came into
the house and saw the young child with Mary his mother;
and they fell down and worshipped him; and opening
their treasures they offered unto him gifts, gold and
frankincense and myrrh. And being warned of God
in a dream that they should not return to Herod, they
departed into their own country another way.

13. Flght into Egypt. Murder of the Innocents.

Now when they were departed, behold, an angel of
the Lord appeareth to Joseph in a dream, saying, Arise
and take the young child and his mother, and flee into
Egypt, and be thou there until I tell thee: for Herod
will seek the young child to destroy him. And he arose
and took the young child and his mother by night, and
departed into Egypt; and was there until the death
of Herod : that it might be fulfilled which was spoken
by the Lord through the prophet, saying, Out of Egypt
did I call my son. Then Herod, when he saw that he
was mocked of the wise men, was exceeding wroth, and
sent forth, and slew all the male children that were in
Bethlehem, and in all the borders thereof, from two
years old and under, according to the time which he
had carefully learned of the wise men. Then was ful-
filled that which was spoken by Jeremiah the prophet,
saying,

A voice was heard in Ramabh,

Weeping and great mourning,

Rachel weeping for her children;

And she would not be comforted, because they are
not.

But when Herod was dead, behold, an angel of the
Lord appeareth in a dream to Joseph in Egypt, saying,
Arise and take the young child and his mother, and go
into the land of Israel: for they are dead that sought
the young child’s life. And he arose and took the young
child and his mother, and came into the land of Israel.
But when he heard that Archelaus was reigning over
Judea in the room of his father Herod, he was afraid
to go thither; and being warned of God in a dream, he
withdrew into the parts of Galilee, and came and dwelt

in a city called Nazareth: that it might be fulfilled which ph. 733
was spoken by the prophets, that he should be called a Is. 11. 1.
Naczarene.

14, Jesus jfound in His Father's House.

AND his parents went every year to Jerusalem at the Ex.23.14..
feast of the passover. And when he was twelve years Dew.16.15.
old, they went up after the custom of the feast; and
when they had fulfilled the days, as they were returning,

5 the boy Jesus tarried behind in Jerusalem; and his
parents knew it not; but supposing him to be in the
company, they went a day’s journey; and they sought
for him among their kinsfolk and acquaintance: and
when they found him not, they returned to Jerusalem,
10 seeking for him. And it came to pass, after three days
they found him in the temple, sitting in the midst of the
doctors, both hearing them, and asking them questions :
and all that heard him were amazed at his understanding
and his answers. And when they saw him, they were
15 astonished : and his mother said unto him, Son, why
hast thou thus dealt with us? behold, thy father and I
sought thee sorrowing. And he said unto them, How is
it that ye sought me? wist ye not that I must be in my Jn. 2. 16.
Father's house? And they understood not the saying
20 which he spake unto them. And he went down with
them, and came to Nazareth; and he was subject unto
them : and his mother kept all these sayings in her heart. Dan. 7. 28.

And Jesus advanced in wisdom and stature, and in 1 Sa. 2. 26.

favour with God and men.

15. Preaching of John the Baptist.

THE beginning of the Gospel of Jesus Christ the Son
of God.
In the fifteenth year of the reign of Tiberius Ceesar,
Pontius Pilate being governor of Judza, and Herod
5 being tetrarch of Galilee, and his brother Philip tetrarch
of the region of Iturea and Trachonitis, and Lysanias
tetrarch of Abilene, in the high-priesthood of Annas and Jn. 18. 13.
Caiaphas, the word of God came unto John the son of

Zacharias in the wilderness of Judea. And he came
into all the region round about Jordan, preaching the 10
baptism of repentance unto remission of sins; and
saying, Repent ye, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.
For this is he of whom it is written in the book of the
words of Isaiah the Prophet, saying,

Behold I send my messenger before thy face 15

Who shall prepare thy way;

The voice of one crying in the wilderness,

Make ye ready the way of the l.ord,

Make his paths straight.

Every valley shall be filled, 20

And every mountain and hill shall be brought low ;

And the crooked shall become straight,

And the rough ways smooth ;

And all flesh shall see the salvation of God.

Now John himself had his raiment of camel’s hair, 25
and a leathern girdle about his loins, and his food was
locusts and wild honey. And there went out to him all
the country of Judaa, and all they of Jerusalem, and all
the region round about Jordan: and they were baptized
of him in the river Jordan, confessing their sins. But 3o
when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees
coming to his baptism, he said unto them and unto the
multitudes that went out to be baptized of him, Ye
offspring of vipers, who warned you to flee from the
wrath to come? Bring forth therefore fruits worthy of 35
repentance, and begin not to say within yourselves, We
have Abraham to our father: for I say unto you that God
is able of these stones to raise up children unto Abraham.
And even now is the axe also laid to the root of the
tree: every tree therefore that bringeth not forth good fruit 40
is hewn down and cast into the fire. And the multitudes
asked him, saying, What then must we do? And he
answered and said unto them, He that hath two coats,
let him impart to him that hath none; and he that hath
food, let him do likewise. And there came also publicans 45
to be baptized, and they said unto him, Master, what
must we do? And he said unto them, Extort no more
than that which is appointed you. And soldiers also
asked him, saying, And we, what must we do? And he
said unto them, Do violence to no man, neither exact 50
anything wrongfully ; and be content with your wages.

And as the people were in expectation, and all men
reasoned in their hearts concerning John, whether haply
he were the Christ, John answered, saying unto them all,
55 I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance; but
there cometh after me he that is mightier than I, the
latchet of whose shoes I am not worthy to stoop down
and unloose : he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost Acts 1. 5.
and with fire: whose fan is in his hand, throughly to
6o cleanse his threshing-floor, and to gather the wheat into Amos 9. 9.
his garner ; but the chaff he will burn up with unquench- Is. 66. 2.
able fire. Mt. 13. 30.
With many other exhortations therefore preached he 51
good tidings unto the people ; but Herod the tetrarch,
65 being reproved by him for Herodias his brother’s wife, 46. 60
and for all the evil things which Herod had done, added
yet this above all, that he shut up John in prison.

16. Baptism of Jesus.

AND it came to pass in those days, when all the
people were baptized, that Jesus also came from Nazareth
of Galilee to the Jordan unto John to be baptized of him.
But John would have hindered him, saying, I have need
5to be baptized of thee, and comest thou to me? But
Jesus answering saith unto him, Suffer it now: for thus it
becometh us to fulfil all righteousness. Then he suffered
him. And Jesus when he was baptized went up straight-
way out of the water and was praying: and lo, the
10 heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of
God descending in a bodily form as a dove and coming
upon him; and lo, a voice came out of the heavens, 72.141
saying, This is my beloved Son; in whom I am well Is. 2. 7.
pleased. Is. 42. 1.

17, Fasting and Temptation of Jesus.

AND Jesus full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the
Jordan ; and straightway the Spirit driveth him forth into
the wilderness. And he was in the wilderness forty days
tempted of Satan; and he was with the wild beasts.
5 And he did eat nothing in those days: and when they py. 3. »8.
were completed, he hungered. And the tempter came 1 Ki. 19. 8.

and said unto him, If thou art the Son of God, command
this stone that it become bread. And Jesus answered
unto him, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone,
but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of
God.

Again the devil taketh him unto an exceeding high
mountain, and showeth him all the kingdoms of the
world, in a moment of time; and he said unto him, To
thee will I give all these things, and the authority, and
the glory of them: for it hath been delivered unto me,
and to whomsoever I will, I give it. If therefore thou
wilt fall down and worship before me, it shall all be thine.
And Jesus answered and said unto him, Get thee hence,

- Satan : for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy

God, and him only shalt thou serve.

Then the devil taketh him to the holy city and he set
him on the pinnacle of the temple, and said unto him, If
thou art the Son of God, cast thyself down from hence;
for it is written,

He shall give his angels charge concerning thee, to
guard thee:

And on their hands they shall bear thee up,
Lest haply thou dash thy foot against a stone.
And Jesus answering said unto him, Again it is written,

Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God.

And when the devil had completed every temptation,
he departed from him for a season, and behold the
angels came and ministered unto him.

Joun beareth witness of him, and crieth, saying,
This was he of whom I said, He that cometh after me is
become before me: for he was before me. For of his
fulness we all received, and grace for grace. For the law
was given by Moses; grace and truth came by Jesus
. Christ. No man hath seen God at any time ; the only-
- begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he

hath declared him.
And this is the witness of John, when the Jews sent
unto him from Jerusalem priests and Levites to ask him,
- Who art thou? And he confessed, and denied not ; and

standeth one whom ye know not, ever he that cometh

These things were done in Bethany beyond
Jordan, where John was baptizing.

And I knew him not; but that he should be
made manifest to Israel, for this cause came I baptizing
with water. And John bare witness, saying, 1 have
beheld the Spirit descending as a dove out of heaven; 16
and it abode upon him. And I knew him not: but he
1o that sent me to baptize with water, he said unto me,
Upon whomsoever thou shalt see the Spirit descending,
and abiding upon him, the same is he that baptizeth with Acts 1. 5.
the Holy Spirit. And I have seen, and have borne
witness that this is the Son of God.
15 Again on the morrow John was standing, and two of
his disciples; and he looked upon Jesus as he walked,
and saith, Behold, the Lamb of God! And the two
disciples heard him speak, and they followed Jesus. And
Jesus turned, and beheld them following, and saith unto
20 them, What seek ye? And they said unto him, Rabbi
(which is to say, being interpreted, Master), where
abidest thou? He saith unto them, Come, and ye shall

see. They came therefore and saw where he abode;
and they abode with him that day: it was about the tenth
hour. One of the two that heard John speak, and 25
followed him, was Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother. He
findeth first his own brother Simon, and saith unto him,
We have found the Messiah (which is, being interpreted,
Christ). He brought him unto Jesus. Jesus looked upon
him, and said, Thou art Simon the son of John: thou
shalt be called Cephas (which is by interpretation, Peter).
On the morrow he was minded to go forth into
Galilee, and he findeth Philip: and Jesus saith unto him,
Follow me. Now Philip was from Bethsaida, of the city
of Andrew and Peter. Philip findeth Nathanael, and 3s
saith unto him, We have found him, of whom Moses in
the law, and the prophets, did write, Jesus of Nazareth,
the son of Joseph. And Nathanael said unto him, Can

unto him, Come and see. Jesus saw Nathanael coming 40
to him, and saith of him, Behold, an Israelite indeed, in
whom is no guile!

Jesus answered and said unto him,
Before Philip called thee, when thou wast under the fig
tree, I saw thee. Nathanael answered him, Rabbi, thou 45
art the Son of God; thou art King of Israel. Jesus
answered and said unto him, Because I said unto thee, I
saw thee underneath the fig tree, believest thou? thou
shalt see greater things than these. And he saith unto
him, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Ye shall see the 5o
heaven opened, and the angels of God ascending and
descending upon the Son of man.

AND the third day there was a marriage in Cana of
Galilee ; and the mother of Jesus was there: and Jesus
also was bidden, and his disciples, to the marriage. And
when the wine failed, the mother of Jesus saith unto him,
They have no wine. And Jesus saith unto her, Woman, s
what have I to do with thee? mine hour is not yet come.
His mother saith unto the servants, Whatsoever he saith
unto you, do it. Now there were six waterpots of stone
set therc after the Jews’ manner of purifying, containing

AND the passover of the Jews was at hand, and Jesus De. 16. 16.

he poured out the changers’ money, and overthrew their
tables; and to them that sold the doves he said, Take
these things hence ; make not my Father’s house a house
of merchandise. His disciples remembered that it was
10 written, The zeal of thine house shall eat me up.

Jews therefore answered and said unto him, What sign De.18.21..
shewest thou unto us, seeing that thou doest these things?
Jesus answered and said unto them, Destroy this temple, Mt. 26. 61.
and in three days I will raise it up. The Jews therefore
15 said, Forty and six years was this temple in building, and
wilt thou raise it up in three days? But he spake of the Col. 2. g.
temple of his body. When therefore he was raised from ! Cor.6.19.
the dead, his disciples remembered that he spake this ; 2 €0%0-16-
and they believed the scripture, and the word which
20 Jesus had said.
Now when he was in Jerusalem at the passover,
during the feast, many believed on his name, beholding
his signs which he did. But Jesus did not trust himself

unto them, for that he knew all men, and because he
needed not that any one should bear witness concerning
man ; for he himself knew what was in man.

29, Nicodemus. The New Birth.

Now there was a man of the Pharisees, named Nico-
demus, a ruler of the Jews: the same came unto him by
night, and said to him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a
teacher come from God : for no man can do these signs
that thou doest, except God be with him. Jesus an-
swered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto
thee, Except a man be born anew, he cannot see the
kingdom of God. Nicodemus saith unto him, How can
a man be born when he is old? can he enter a second
time into his mother’s womb, and be born? Jesus an-
swered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man
be born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter into the
kingdom of God. That which is born of the flesh is
flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.
Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born anew.
The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the
voice thereof, but knowest not whence it cometh, and
whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the
Spirit. Nicodemus answered and said unto him, How
can these things be? Jesus answered and said unto
him, Art thou the teacher of Israel, and understandest
not these things? Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We
speak that we do know, and bear witness of that we
have seen; and ye receive not our witness. If I told
you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye
believe, if I tell you heavenly things? And no man
hath ascended into heaven, but he that descended out
of heaven, even the Son of man, which is in heaven.
And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness,
even so must the Son of man be lifted up: that who-
soever believeth may in him have eternal life.

For God so loved the world, that he gave his only
begotten Son, that whosoever believeth on him should
not perish, but have eternal life. For God sent not the
Son into the world to judge the world; but that the
world should be saved through him. He that believeth

on him is not judged: he that believeth not hath been
judged already, because he hath not believed on the
name of the only begotten Son of God. And this
40is the judgement, that the light is come into the
world, and men loved the darkness rather than the
light; for their works were evil. For every one that
doeth ill hateth the light, and cometh not to the light,
lest his works should be reproved. But he that doeth
45 the truth cometh to the light, that his works may be Eph. s.13.
made manifest, that they have been wrought in God.

23. John Baptist's last testimony to Jesus. Eternal Life.

AFTER these things came Jesus and his disciples into
the land of Judaa; and there he tarried with them, and
baptized. And John also was baptizing in Anon near
to Salim, because there was much water there: and they
5 came, and were baptized. For John was not yet cast
into prison. There arose therefore a questioning on the
part of John’s disciples with a Jew about purifying.
And they came unto John, and said to him, Rabbi, he
that was with thee beyond Jordan, to whom thou hast
10 borne witness, behold, the same baptizeth, and all men
come to him. John answered and said, A man can
receive nothing, except it have been given him from 1 Cor. 4. 7.
heaven. Ye yourselves bear me witness, that I said, I
am not the Christ, but, that I am sent before him. He
15 that hath the bride is the bridegroom : but the friend of
the bridegroom, which standeth and heareth him, re-
joiceth greatly because of the bridegroom’s voice: this Mt. 9. 15.
my joy therefore is fulfilled. He must increase, but I
must decrease.
20 He that cometh from above is above all: he that is
of the earth is of the earth, and of the earth he speaketh:
he that cometh from heaven is above all. What he hath
seen and heard, of that he beareth witness ; and no man
receiveth his witness. He that hath received his witness
25 hath set his seal to this, that God is true. For he whom
God hath sent speaketh the words of God : for he giveth
not the Spirit by measure. The Father loveth the Son,
and hath given all things into his hand. He that be- Mt. 28. 18.
lieveth on the Son hath eternal life ; but he that obeyeth Hab. 2. 4.

WHEN therefore the Lord knew how that the Phari-
sees had heard that Jesus was making and baptizing
more disciples than John (although Jesus himself bap-
tized not, but his disciples), he left Judaa, and departed
again into Galilee. And he must needs pass through s
Samaria. So he cometh to a city of Samaria, called
Sychar, near to the parcel of ground that Jacob gave to
his son Joseph: and Jacob’s well was there. Jesus
therefore, being wearied with his journey, sat thus by
the well. It was about the sixth hour. There cometh 1o
a woman of Samaria to draw water: Jesus saith unto
her, Give me to drink. For his disciples were gone
away into the city to buy food. The Samaritan woman
therefore saith unto him, How is it that thou, being a
Jew, askest drink of me, which am a Samaritan woman? 15
(For Jews have no dealings with Samaritans.) Jesus
answered and said unto her, If thou knewest the gift of
God, and who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink ;
thou wouldest have asked of him, and he would have
given thee living water. The woman saith unto him,
Sir, thou hast nothing to draw with, and the well is deep:
from whence then hast thou that living water? Art thou
greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the well,
and drank thereof himself, and his sons, and his cattle ?
Jesus answered and said unto her, Every one that 25
drinketh of this water shall thirst again: but whoso-
ever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall
never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall
become in him a well of water springing up unto eternal
life. The woman saith unto him, Sir, give me this water, 3o
that I thirst not, neither come all the way hither to draw.
Jesus saith unto her, Go, call thy husband, and come
hither. The woman answered and said unto him, I have
no husband. Jesus saith unto her, Thou saidst well, I
have no husband : for thou hast had five husbands ; and ;3
he whom thou now hast is not thy husband: this hast
thou said truly. The woman saith unto him, Sir, I per-

ceive that thou art a prophet. Our fathers worshipped
in this mountain; and ye say, that in Jerusalem is the Deu.r2.13.
40 place where men ought to worship. Jesus saith unto
her, Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, when neither
in this mountain, nor in Jerusalem, shall ye worship the
Father. Ye worship that which ye know not: we wor-
ship that which we know: for salvation is from the Jews.
45 But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true wor-
shippers shall worship the Father in spirit and truth:
for such doth the Father seek to be his worshippers.
God is a Spirit : and they that worship him must worship 2Cor.3.17.
in spirit and truth. The woman saith unto him, I know
5o that Messiah cometh (which is called Christ): when he
is come, he will declare unto us all things. Jesus saith
unto her, I that speak unto thee am he.

25. The Samaritans.

AND upon this came his disciples; and they mar-
velled that he was speaking with a woman; yet no man
said, What seekest thou? or, Why speakest thou with
her? So the woman left her waterpot, and went away
5into the city, and saith to the men, Come, see a man,
which told me all things that ever I did: can this be the
Christ? They went out of the city, and were coming to
him. In the mean while the disciples prayed him, say-
ing, Rabbi, eat. But he said unto them, I have meat to Rev. 2. 17.
10 eat that ye know not. The disciples therefore said one
to another, Hath any man brought him aught to eat?
Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him
that sent me, and to accomplish his work. Say not ye,
There are yet four months, and then cometh the harvest?
15 behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on Is. 49. 18.
the fields, that they are white already unto harvest. He
that reapeth receiveth wages, and gathereth fruit unto
life eternal; that he that soweth and he that reapeth
may rejoice together. For herein is the saying true,
20 One soweth, and another reapeth. I sent you to reap
that whereon ye have not laboured: others have laboured, Jos. 24. 13.
and ye are entered into their labour.
And from that city many of the Samaritans believed
on him because of the word of the woman, who testified,

25. 8. John iv. 27—42.
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24 GO THY WAY: THY SON LIVETH.

He told me all things that ever I did. So when the 25
Samaritans came unto him, they besought him to abide
with them: and he abode there two days. And many
more believed because of his word; and they said to
the woman, Now we believe, not because of thy speak-
ing : for we have heard for ourselves, and know that this 30
is indeed the Saviour of the world.

96. Nobleman’s Son healed.

AND after the two days he went forth from thence
into Galilee. For Jesus himself testified, that a prophet

- hath no honour in his own country. So when he came

into Galilee, the Galileeans received him, having seen all
the things that he did in Jerusalem at the feast: for they ;5
also went unto the feast.

He came therefore again unto Cana of Galilee, where
he made the water wine. And there was a certain noble-
man, whose son was sick at Capernaum. When he
heard that Jesus was come out of Judea into Galilee,
he went unto him, and Dbesought him that he would
come down, and heal his son; for he was at the point
of death. Jesus therefore said unto him, Except ye see
signs and wonders, ye will in no wise believe. The
nobleman saith unto him, Sir, come down ere my child 15
die. Jesus saith unto him, Go thy way: thy son liveth.
The man believed the word that Jesus spake unto him,
and he went his way. And as he was now going down,
his servants met him, saying, that his son lived. So he
inquired of them the hour when he began to amend. 20
They said therefore unto him, Yesterday at the seventh
hour the fever left him. So the father knew that it was
at that hour in which Jesus said unto him, Thy son liveth:
and himself believed, and his whole house. This is again
the second sign that Jesus did, having come out of Judea 25
into Galilee.

Now when Jesus had heard that John was delivered
up, he returned in the power of the Spirit into Galilee:
and a fame went out concerning him through all the

region round about. And he taught in their synagogues,
5 being glorified of all.
And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought 57
up: and he entered, as his custom was, into the syna-
gogue on the sabbath day, and stood up to read.

there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet
10 [saiah. And he opened the book, and found the place
where it was written,
The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, Is. 61. 1.
Because he anointed me to preach good tidings to
the poor:
He hath sent me to proclaim release to the captives,
15 And recovering of sight to the blind,
To set at liberty them that are bruised,
To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord.
And he closed the book, and gave it back to the attend-
ant, and sat down: and the eyes of all in the synagogue
20 were fastened on him. And he began to say unto them,
To-day hath this scripture been fulfilled in your ears.
And all bare him witness, and wondered at the words
of grace which proceeded out of his mouth: and they
said, Is not this Joseph’s son? And he said unto them, Jn. 6. 42.
25 Doubtless ye will say unto me this parable, Physician, Mk. 6. 3.
heal thyself: whatsoever we have heard done at Caper-
naum, do also here in thine own country. And he said,
Verily I say unto you, No prophet is acceptable in his
own country. But of a truth I say unto you, There were
30 many widows in Israel in the days of Elijah, when the
heaven was shut up three years and six months, when
there came a great famine over all the land; and unto
none of them was Elijah sent, but only to Zarephath, in 1 Ki. 17.9.
the land of Sidon, unto a woman that was a widow.
35 And there were many lepers in Israel in the time of
Elisha the prophet; and none of them was cleansed,
but only Naaman the Syrian. And they were all filled 2 Ki. 5. 14.
with wrath in the synagogue, as they heard these things;
and they rose up, and cast him forth out of the city, and
40 led him unto the brow of the hill whereon their city was
built, that they might throw him down headlong. But
he passing through the midst of them went his way.

28. Capernaum. Preaching of Repentance.

AND leaving Nazareth, he came and dwelt in Caper-
naum, which is by the sea, in the borders of Zebulun and
Naphtali : that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by
Isaiah the Prophet, saying,

The land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, 5

Toward the sea, beyond Jordan,

Galilee of the Gentiles,

The people which sat in darkness

Saw a great light,

And to them which sat in the region and shadow of 1o
death,

To them did light spring up.

From that time began Jesus to preach the Gospel of
God, and to say, The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom
of God is at hand: Repent ye, and believe in the
Gospel. » 135

29. Four Fishermen called.

AND passing along by the sea of Galilee, he saw two
brethren, Simon who is called Peter, and Andrew his
brother, casting a net into the sea: for they were
fishers. And Jesus saith unto them, Come ye after me,
and I will make you to become fishers of men. And they s
straightway left the nets and followed him.

And going on from thence a little further, he saw
other two brethren, James the son of Zebedee and John
his brother, who also were in the boat with Zebedee their
father, mending their nets. And straightway he called 10
them. And they straightway left their father Zebedee in
the boat with the hired servants, and followed him.

30. Demoniac at Capernaunt.

AND he came down to Capernaum, a city of Galilee ;
and straightway on the sabbath day he entered into the
synagogue and taught. And they were astonished at his

. teaching: for he taught them as having authority, and not

as the scribes. And straightway there was in the syna- 5

gogue a man which had a spirit of an unclean devil; 56. 58
and he cried out with a loud voice, Ah, what have we to 73.92
do with thee, thou Jesus of Nazareth? art thou come to
destroy us? I know thee who thou art, the Holy One of Actsrg.rs.
10 God. And Jesus rebuked him, saying, Hold thy peace,
and come out of him. And when the unclean spirit had
thrown him down in the midst and convulsed him he
cried out with a loud voice and came out of him, having
done him no hurt. And amazement came upon them
15 all, insomuch that they questioned among themselves,
and spake together one with another, saying, What is
this? a new teaching! for with authority and power he
commandeth even the unclean spirits, and they obey him
and come out. And the report of him went out straight-
20 way everywhere into every place of the region of Galilee
round about.

31, Peter's Wifes Mother. General healing.

AND he rose up from the synagogue, and came into
the house of Simon and Andrew, with James and John.
Now Simon’s wife’s mother lay sick, holden with a great 1 Cor. 9. 5.
fever, and straightway they tell him of her and beseech
s him for her. And when he saw her he came and stood
over her and rebuked the fever; and he took her by the
hand and raised her up: and the fever left her; and
immediately she rose up and ministered unto them.
And at even, when the sun was setting, all they that
10 had any sick with divers diseases brought them unto him, 47 46
and them that were possessed with devils. And all the 7
city was gathered together at the door. And he laid his
hands upon every one of them that were sick, and healed Actsro.38.
them : that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by
15 Isaiah the prophet, saying, Himself took our infirmities, Is. 53. 4.
and bare our diseases. And he cast out the spirits with
a word, and they came forth from many, crying out and
saying, Thou art the Son of God. And rebuking them, he
suffered them not to speak, because they knew that he Mk. 3. 12.
20 was the Christ. Acts 15.17-

AND in the morning, a great while before day, he rose
up, and went out, and departed into a desert place, and
there prayed. And Simon and they that were with him
followed after him ; and they found him, and say unto
him, All are seeking thee. o the multitudes sought
after him and came unto him, and would have stayed
him, that he should not go from them. But he said
unto them, Let us go elsewhere into the next towns, for I
must preach the good tidings of the kingdom of God to
the other cities also, for to this end came I forth.

And Jesus went about in all Galilee, teaching in their
synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom,
and casting out devils, and healing all manner of disease
and all manner of sickness among the people. And the
report of him went forth into all Syria: and they brought
unto him all that were sick, holden with divers diseases
and torments, possessed with devils, and epileptic, and
palsied ; and he healed them. And there followed him
great multitudes from Galilee and Decapolis and Jeru-
salem and Judeea and from beyond Jordan.

33. First Draught of Fishes.

Now it came to pass, while the multitude pressed
upon him and heard the word of God, that he was
standing by the lake of Gennesaret; and he saw two
boats standing by the lake: but the fishermen had gone
out of them, and were washing their nets. And he
entered into one of the boats, which was Simon’s, and
asked him to put out a little from the land. And he sat
down and taught the multitudes out of the boat. And
when he had left speaking, he said unto Simon, Put out
into the deep, and let down your nets for a draught.
And Simon answered and said, Master, we toiled all
night, and took nothing : but at thy word I will let down
the nets. And when they had this done, they inclosed a
great multitude of fishes; and their nets were breaking;
and they beckoned unto their partners in the other boat,
that they should come and help them. And they came,

25 they had brought their boats to land, they left all, and Gr

followed him.

34, The Leper lealed.

AND it came to pass, while he was in one of the cities,
behold there cometh unto him a man full of leprosy: 114
and when he saw Jesus he fell on his face and besought
him, kneeling down to him and worshipping him, and
saying unto him, Lord, if thou wilt, thou canst make me
clean. And being moved with compassion, he stretched
forth his hand, and touched him, saying, I will: be thou
made clean. And straightway his leprosy departed from
him, and he was made clean. And he strictly charged
10 him, and straightway sent him out, and saith unto him, See
thou say nothing to any man: but go thy way, and shew
thyself to the priest, and offer for thy cleansing the things Le. 3.2
which Moses commanded, for a testimony unto them. -- 14. 2...
But he went out and began to publish it much, and to
15 spread abroad the matter, insomuch that Jesus could no
more openly enter into a city, but was without in desert
places; and great multitudes came together from every °
quarter to hear, and to be healed of their infirmities. But 32
he withdrew himself in the deserts, and prayed.

35. Paralytic at Capernaum.

AND he entered into a boat and crossed over, and
came unto his own city. And when he entered again
into Capernaum after some days, it came to pass that he
was teaching, and there were Pharisees and doctors of

5 the law sitting by, which were come out of every village
of Galilee and Judaa and Jerusalem: and the power of
the Lord was with him to heal. And it was noised that he

Who can forgive sins but one,
even God? And straightway Jesus perceiving in his 2
spirit that they so reasoned within themselves, answered
and said unto them, Why reason ye these things? where-
fore think ye evil in your hearts? For whether is easier,
to say to the sick of the palsy, Thy sins are forgiven thee,
or to say, Arise, and take up thy bed, and walk? But 3
that ye may know that the Son of man hath power on
earth to forgive sins (he saith to the sick of the palsy) I
say unto thee, arise and take up thy bed, and go unto
thy house. And immediately he rose up before them,
and took up that whereon he lay, and went forth before 3
them all, and departed to his house, glorifying God. And
amazement took hold on all, and they glorified God
which had given such power unto men, and they were
filled with fear, saying, We have seen strange things to-
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day. We never saw it on this fashion. 40

AND after these things he went forth again by the
sea side ; and all the multitude resorted unto him, and
he taught them. And as he passed by, he beheld a
publican, Levi the son of Alphwus, sitting at the place of
toll ; and he saith unto him, Follow me.

And Jesus said unto them, Can ye make the sons of the
bridechamber fast while the bridegroom is with them? as Jn. 3. 29.
25 long as they have the bridegroom with them they cannot
fast. But the days will come, when the bridegroom shall
be taken away from them, and then will they fast in Actsi3.2..
that day. — I4. 23
And he spake also a parable unto them. No man ! Cor-7. 5.
30 Seweth a piece of undressed cloth on an old garment;
else that which should fill it up taketh from it, the new
from the old, and a worse rent is made. And no man
putteth new wine into old wine-skins ; else the new wine Job 32. 1g.
will burst the skins, and itself will be spilled and the
skins perish: but new wine must be put into fresh wine-
skins, and both are preserved. And no man having
drunk old wine desireth new, for he saith, The old is good.

37. DBethesda. Sabbath.

AFTER these things there was a feast of the Jews;
and Jesus went up to Jerusalem. .

Jer. 17.22. them, He that made me whole, the same said unto me,
Take up thy bed, and walk. They asked him, Who is 20
the man that said unto thee, Take up thy bed, and walk?
But he that was healed wist not who it was: for Jesus
had conveyed himself away, a multitude being in the
Acts 3. 8. place. Afterward Jesus findeth him in the temple, and
Jn. 8. 11. said unto him, Behold, thou art made whole: sin no 25
Mt. 12. 42 more, lest a worse thing befall thee. The man went
away, and told the Jews that it was Jesus which had
made him whole. And for this cause did the Jews
persecute Jesus, because he did these things on the
sabbath. But Jesus answered them, My Father worketh 30
even until now, and I work. For this cause therefore
Jn. 7. 19. the Jews sought the more to kill him, because he not only
brake the sabbath, but also called God his own Father,
j[r;l llo. 30. making himself equal with God.
’hil, 2. z.
38. Jesus' defence. He is the Son of God, and Judge of
the world.

JEsus therefore answered and said unto them,
Jn.

But if ye had known what this
meaneth, I desire mercy and not sacrifice, ye would not
have condemned the guiltless. And he said unto them,
The sabbath was made for man, and not man for the
sabbath : so that the Son of Man is lord even of the
sabbath.

No man can serve two
masters : for either he will hate the one, and love the
other ; or else he will hold to one, and despise the other.

Therefore I say
unto you, Be not anxious for your life, what ye shall eat,
or what ye shall drink ; nor yet for your body, what ye
shall put on. Is not the life more than the food, and
the body than the raiment? Behold the birds of the
heaven, that they sow not, neither do they reap, nor
gather into barns; and your heavenly Father feedeth
them. Are not ye of much more value than they? And
which of you by being anxious can add one cubit unto
his stature? And why are ye anxious concerning rai-
ment? Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow ;
they toil not, neither do they spin: yet I say unto you,
that even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like
one of these. But if God doth so clothe the grass of the
field, which to-day is, and to-morrow is cast into the
oven, shall he not much more clothe you, O ye of little
faith? Be not therefore anxious, saying, What shall we
eat? or, What shall we drink? or, Wherewithal shall we
be clothed? For after all these things do the Gentiles
seek ; for your heavenly Father knoweth that ye have
need of all these things. But seek ye first his kingdom,
and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added
unto you.

spirits, to cast them out; and to heal all manner of
disease and all manner of sickness.

Now the names of the twelve apostles are these: The 15
first, Simon, who is called Peter, and Andrew his brother;
James the son of Zebedee, and John his brother ; Philip,
and Bartholomew ; Thomas, and Matthew the publican ;
James the son of Alpheeus, and Thaddeus; Simon the
Cananean, and Judas Iscariot, who also betrayed him. 20
These twelve Jesus sent forth to preach the kingdom of
God and to heal the sick. And he charged them, saying,

Go not into any way of the Gentiles, and enter not
into any city of the Samaritans : but go rather to the lost
sheep of the house of Israel. And as ye go, preach, 25
saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand. Heal the
sick, raise the dead, cleanse the lepers, cast out devils:
freely ye received, freely give. Get you no gold nor
silver nor brass in your purses. Take nothing for your
journey, no wallet, neither two coats, nor shoes, nor 3o
staff, nor bread ; for the labourer is worthy of his food.
And into whatsoever city or village ye shall enter, search
out in it who is worthy, and there abide till ye go forth.
And as ye enter into the house, salute it. And if the
house be worthy, let your peace come upon it: but if it 35
be not worthy, let your peace return to you. And who-
soever shall not receive you, nor hear your words, as ye

3. go forth out of that house or that city, shake off the dust

that is under your feet for a testimony against them.
Verily I say unto you, It shall be more tolerable for the 40
land of Sodom and Gomorrah in the day of judgement,
than for that city.

Behold, I send you forth as sheep in the midst of
wolves : be ye therefore wise as serpents, and harm-
less as doves. But beware of men: for they will deliver 45
you up to councils, and in their synagogues they will
scourge you; yea and before governors and kings shall
ye be brought for my sake, for a testimony to them and to
the Gentiles. But when they deliver you up, be not
anxious how or what ye shall speak : for it shall be given 50
you in that hour what ye shall speak. For it is not ye
that speak, but the Spirit of your Father that speaketh in
you. And brother shall deliver up brother to death, and

6. the father his child: and children shall rise up against

parents, and cause them to be put to death. And ye 55

shall be hated of all men for my name’s sake: but he
that endureth to the end, the same shall be saved. But Jas. 1. 12.

And they departed, and went throughout the villages,
preaching the gospel, and healing everywhere. And
they preached that men should repent. And they cast
out many devils, and anointed with oil many that were
sick, and healed them. 10§

And it came to pass when Jesus had made an end of
commanding his twelve disciples, he departed thence to
teach and preach in their cities.

60. Herod’s opinion of Jesus. His Murder of
John Baptist.

A that season Herod the tetrarch heard the report
concerning Jesus, and all that was done; for his name
had become known: and he was much perplexed,
because that it was said by some that John was risen
from the dead ; and by some that Elijah had appeared ;5
and by others that one of the old prophets was risen
again. But Herod when he heard thereof said unto his
servants, This is John the Baptist whom I beheaded :
he is risen from the dead, and therefore do these powers
work in him. And he sought to see him. For Herod 10
himself had sent forth and laid hold upon John and
bound him and put him in prison for the sake of
Herodias, his brother Philip’s wife: for he had married
her. For John said unto Herod, It is not lawful for
thee to have thy brother’s wife. And when he would 15
have put him to death, he feared the multitude, because
they counted him as a prophet. And Herodias set her-
self against him, and desired to kill him ; and she could
not; for Herod feared John, knowing that he was a
righteous man, and holy, and kept him safe. And when 20
he heard him, he was much perplexed; and he heard him
gladly. And when a convenient day was come, that
Herod on his birthday made a supper to his lords, and
the high captains, and the chief men of Galilee, and when
the daughter of Herodias herself came in and danced in 25
the midst, she pleased Herod and them that sat at meat
with him ; and the king said unto the damsel, Ask of me
whatsoever thou wilt, and I will give it thee. And he

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sware unto her, Whatsoever thou shalt ask of me, T will Est.

And she —
went out, and said unto her mother, What shall I ask?

And she
came in straightway with haste unto the king, and asked,
saying, I will that thou forthwith give me in a charger the

35 head of John the Baptist. And the king was exceeding
sorry ; but for the sake of his oaths and of them that Jud.rr.3:.
sat at meat with him, he would not reject her. And ff ‘zsa’“;
straightway the king sent forth a soldier of his guard, and > ** 33
commanded to bring his head: and he went and be-

40 headed him in the prison, and brought his head in a
charger, and gave it to the damsel, and the damsel brought
it and gave it to her mother. And when his disciples
heard t/ereof, they came and took up his corpse, and Acts 8. 2.
laid it in a tomb ; and they went and told Jesus.

AND the apostles when they were returned, gather
themselves together unto Jesus ; and declared unto him
all things, whatsoever they had done and whatsoever they
had taught. And he saith unto them, Come ye your-
5 selves apart into a desert place, and rest awhile. For
there were many coming and going, and they had no Mk. 3. zo.
leisure so much as to eat. And he took them, and they Jo- + 32
withdrew in the boat to a desert place apart; to a city
called Bethsaida, on the other side of the sea of Galilee,
10 which is the sea of Tiberias. And the people saw them
going, and many knew them and they ran there together
on foot from all the cities, and outwent them ; because
they beheld the signs which he did on them that were
sick. And he came forth and saw a great multitude, and
15 he had compassion on them because they were as sheep Nu.

not having a shepherd; and he welcomed them, and Ezek.34.5.
began to teach them many things, and spake to them of
the kingdom of God, and them that had need of healing Acts10.38.
he healed. And Jesus went up into the mountain, and
20 there he sat with his disciples. Now the passover, the
feast of the Jews, was at hand.
And when the day was now far spent, his disciples

came unto him, and said, The place is desert, and the
day is now far spent: send the multitudes away, that
they may go into the country and villages round about
and lodge and buy themselves somewhat to eat. But
Jesus answered and said unto them, They have no need
to go away ; give ye them to eat.

62. Five Thousand Men fed.

JEsus therefore lifting up his eyes and seeing that a
great multitude cometh unto him, saith unto Philip,
Whence are we to buy bread that these may eat? And
this he said to prove him ; for he himself knew what he
would do. Philip answered him, Two hundred penny-
worth of bread is not sufficient for them, that every one
may take a little. One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon
Peter’s brother, saith unto him; There is a lad here
which hath five barley loaves, and two fishes: but what
are they among so many? And he said, Bring them
hither unto me. Now there was much grass in the place.
And he said unto his disciples, Make them all sit down
by companies upon the green grass. So the men sat
down in ranks, by hundreds and by fifties, in number
about five thousand. Jesus therefore took the five
loaves and the two fishes; and looking up to heaven, he
blessed, and gave thanks, and brake the loaves, and gave
to the disciples to distribute to them that were set down :
likewise also the two fishes divided he among them all,
as much as they would. And they did all eat and were
filled. And when they were filled, he saith unto his
disciples, Gather up the broken pieces which remain over,
that nothing be lost. So they gathered them up, and
filled twelve baskets with broken pieces from the five
barley loaves, and also from the fishes, which remained
over unto them that had eaten. And they that did eat
were about five thousand men, besides women and
children. When therefore the people saw the sign which
he did, they said, This is of a truth the prophet that
cometh into the world.

JEsus therefore, perceiving that they were about to
come and take him by force, to make him king, straight- Jn. 18. 36.
way constrained his disciples to enter into the boat, and
to go before him unto the other side to Bethsaida, while
5 he himself sendeth the multitudes away. And after he
had taken leave of them he went up into the mountain
apart to pray: and when even was come, he was there Lk. 6. r2.
alone. But his disciples were going over the sea, unto — 9- 28
Capernaum: and it was now dark, and Jesus had not
10 yet come unto them. And the sea was rising, by reason
of a great wind that blew: and the boat was now in the
midst of the sea, distressed by the waves, for the wind
was contrary. And in the fourth watch of the night,
when they had rowed about five and twenty or thirty
15 furlongs, seeing them distressed in rowing, he cometh
unto them, walking upon the sea, and he would have
passed by them. But when they beheld Jesus walking Job g. 8.
on the sea, and drawing nigh unto the boat, they were
afraid, and supposed that it was an apparition, and cried Lk. 24. 3;.
20 out for fear, for they all saw him and were troubled. 180
But Jesus straightway spake unto them, and saith unto
them, Be of good cheer; it is I'; be not afraid. And
Peter answered him and said, Lord, if it be thou, bid me Jn. 21. 7.
come unto thee upon the waters. And he said, Come.
25 And Peter went down from the boat, and walked upon
the waters, to come to Jesus. But when he saw the
wind, he was afraid ; and beginning to sink, he cried out,
saying, Lord, save me. And immediately Jesus stretched Mt. 8. 25.
forth his hand, and took hold of him, and saith unto
30 him, O thou of little faith, wherefore didst thou doubt?
They were willing therefore to receive him into the boat;
and when they were gone up into the boat, the wind 55
ceased. And they that were in the boat worshipped Ps. 89. 9.
him, saying, Of a truth thou art the Son of God. And Mt. 16. 16.
35 they were sore amazed in themselves, for they under-
stood not concerning the loaves, but their heart was
hardened. And straightway the boat was at the land
whither they were going. Ps. 107.30.

And when they had crossed over, they came to the
land, unto Gennesaret, and moored to the shore. And 40
when they were come out of the boat, straightway the men
of that place knew him, and ran and sent into all that region
round about, and began to carry about on their beds and
to bring unto him all those that were sick, where they
heard he was. And wheresoever he entered, into villages, 45
or into cities, or into the country, they laid the sick in
the market places, and besought him that they might
touch if it were but the border of his garment: and as
many as touched him were made whole.

64. Zhe Bread of Life.

ON the morrow the multitude which stood on the
other side of the sea saw that there was none other boat
there, save one, and that Jesus entered not with his
disciples into the boat, but that his disciples went away
alone (howbeit there came boats from Tiberias nigh unto 5
the place where they ate the bread after the Lord had
given thanks): when the multitude therefore saw that
Jesus was not there, neither his disciples, they themselves
got into the boats, and came to Capernaum, seeking
Jesus. And when they found him on the other side of 1o
the sea, they said unto him, Rabbi, when camest thou
hither? Jesus answered them and said, Verily, verily, I
say unto you, Ye seek me, not because ye saw signs, but
because ye ate of the loaves, and were filled. Work not
for the meat which perisheth, but for the meat which 15
abideth unto eternal life, which the Son of man shall
give unto you: for him the Father, even God, hath
sealed. They said therefore unto him, What must we
do, that we may work the works of God? Jesus
answered and said unto them, This is the work of God, 20
that ye believe on him whom he hath sent. They said
therefore unto him, What then doest thou for a sign, that
we may see, and believe thee? what workest thou? Our
fathers ate the manna in the wilderness; as it is written,
He gave them bread out of heaven to eat. Jesus there- 25
fore said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, It was
not Moses that gave you the bread out of heaven ; but
my Father giveth you the true bread out of heaven., For

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the bread of God is that which cometh down out of
30 heaven, and giveth life unto the world. They said there-
fore unto him, Lord, evermore give us this bread. Jesus
said unto them, I am the bread of life : he that cometh
to me shall not hunger, and he that believeth on me Jn.

shall never thirst. But I said unto you, that ye have
35 seen me, and yet believe not.  All that which the Father
giveth me shall come unto me; and him that cometh to Ro.ro, 11..

1g,
from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of
him that sent me. And this is the will of him that sent
40 me, that of all that which he hath given me I should lose Jn. 17. 12.

of heaven: if any man eat of this bread, he shall live for Jn. 8. 51...
ever: yea and the bread which I will give is my flesh, for
65 the life of the world.
The Jews therefore strove one with another, saying,
How can this man give us his flesh to eat? Jesus there- 1Co.11.24.
fore said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Mt.26.26..
Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man and drink his
70 blood, ye have not life in yourselves. He that eateth my
flesh and drinketh my blood hath eternal life ; and I will

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raise him up at the last day. For my flesh is meat
indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. He that eateth
my flesh and drinketh my blood abideth in me, and I in
him. As the living Father sent me, and I live because 75
of the Father; so he that eateth me, he also shall live
because of me. This is the bread which came down out
of heaven : not as the fathers did eat, and died: he that
eateth this bread shall live for ever. These things said
he in the synagogue, as he taught in Capernaum. 8o

Many therefore of his disciples, when they heard this,
said, This is a hard saying; who can hear it? But Jesus
knowing in himself that his disciples murmured at this,
said unto them, Doth this cause you to stumble? What
then if ye should behold the Son of man ascending where 83
he was before? It is the spirit that quickeneth; the
flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I have spoken
unto you are spirit, and are life. But there are some of
you that believe not. For Jesus knew from the beginning
who they were that believed not, and who it was that 9o
should betray him. And he said, For this cause have I
said unto you, that no man can come unto me, except it
be given unto him of the Father.

Upon this many of his disciples went back, and
walked no more with him. Jesus said therefore unto the 95
twelve, Would ye also go away? Simon Peter answered
him, Lord, to whom shall we go? thou hast the words of
eternal life. And we have believed and know that thou
art the Holy One of God. Jesus answered them, Did
not I choose you the twelve, and one of you is a devil? 100
Now he spake of Judas the son of Simon Iscariot, for he
it was that should betray him, being one of the twelve.

65, The Unwashen Hands.

AND there are gathered together unto him the Phari-
sees, and certain of the scribes, which had come from
Jerusalem, and had seen that some of his disciples ate
their bread with defiled, that is, unwashen, hands. For
the Pharisees, and all the Jews, except they wash their 5
hands diligently, eat not, holding the tradition of the
elders; and when they come from the marketplace,
except they wash themselves, they eat not: and many

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other things there be, which they have received to hold,
10 washings of cups, and pots, and brasen vessels.

And he answered and said unto them, Why do ye also
15 transgress the commandment of God, because of your
tradition? Ye leave the commandment of God, and hold Ex. 20. 12.
fast the tradition of men. For God said, Honour thy Deu. 5. 16.
father and thy mother; and, He that speaketh evil of Ex. 21.17.
father or mother, let him die the death. But ye say, If Lev.20. 9.
20 a man shall say to his father or his mother, that where- 110 20.20.
with thou mightest have been profited by me is Corban,
that is to say, given to God; he shall not honour his
father ; and ye no longer suffer him to do aught for his
father or his mother; making void the word of God by
25 your tradition which ye have delivered : and many other
such like things ye do. Ye hypocrites, well did Isaiah
prophesy of you, as it is written,

This people honoureth me with their lips, Is. 29. 13.
But their heart is far from me. Gr.
30 But in vain do they worship me, Eze.33.31.

Full well do ye reject the commandment of God, that 2Cor.r1.4.
ye may keep your tradition. And he called unto (ironice.)
him the multitude again, and said unto them, Hear me

out the man that going into him can defile him: but Ro.14.14.

defile the man. And when he was entered into the
house from the multitude, his disciples came and said
40 unto him, Knowest thou that the Pharisees were of-
fended, when they heard this saying? But he answered
and said, Every plant which my heavenly Father planted Jn. 13. 2.
not, shall be rooted up. Let them alone: they are
blind guides. And if the blind guide the blind, both Is. 9. 16.
45 shall fall into a pit! And Peter answered and said unto
him, Declare unto us the parable. And he said, Are ye
also even yet without understanding? Perceive ye not,
that whatsoever from without goeth into the man, it
cannot defile him ; because it goeth not into his heart, 1 Cor.6.13.
5o but into his belly, and is cast out into the draught?
This he said, making all meats clean. But the things Actsio.1s.
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68 O WOMAN, GREAT IS THY FAITH.

which proceed out of the mouth, come forth out of the
heart; and they defile the man. For from within, out
of the heart of men, come forth evil thoughts, murders,
adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, covetings,
wickednesses, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil eye, railing,
pride, foolishness: all these evil things proceed from
within, and these are the things which defile the man:
but to eat with unwashen hands defileth not the man.

66. Ve Syrophenician Woman.

AND Jesus arose from thence, and went away into
the borders of Tyre and Sidon. And he entered into a
house, and would have no man know it: and he could
not be hid. But behold, a Canaanitish woman from
those borders, whose little daughter had an unclean
spirit, heard of him. Now the woman was a Greek, a
Syropheenician by race. And she besought him, and
cried, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou Son of
David ; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil.
But he answered her not a word. And his disciples
came and besought him, saying, Send her away, for she
crieth after us. But he answered and said, I was not
sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel.
But she came and worshipped him, and fell down at his
feet, saying, Lord, help me! And he answered and said
unto her, Let the children first be filled: for it is not
meet to take the children’s bread and cast it unto the
dogs. But she answered and said unto him, Yea, Lord :
for even the dogs under the table eat of the children’s
crumbs. Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O
woman, great is thy faith: for this saying go thy way ; be
it done unto thee even as thou wilt: the devil is gone
out of thy daughter. And she went away unto her house,
and found the child laid upon the bed, and the devil
gone out.

67. Deaf and Dumb Man, and many others, healed.

AND again he went out from the borders of Tyre,
and came through Sidon unto the sea of Galilee, through

the midst of the borders of Decapolis. And they bring
unto him one that was deaf, and had an impediment in
5 his speech ; and they beseech him to lay his hand upon
him.  And he took him aside from the multitude Mk. 8. »3.
privately, and put his fingers into his ears, and he spat, Jn. 9. 6.
and touched his tongue ; and looking up to heaven, he 70. 80
sighed, and saith unto him, Ephphatha, that is, Be Jn.1r. 33..
1o opened. And his ears were opened, and the bond of
his tongue was loosed, and he spake plain. And he
charged them that they should tell no man: but the Mk. s. 43.
more he charged them, so much the more a great deal
they published it. And they were beyond measure
15 astonished, saying, He hath done all things well: he
maketh even the deaf to hear, and the dumb to speak. 1s, 35 5.0
And he went up into the mountain and sat there.
And there came unto him great multitudes, having with
them the lame, blind, dumb, maimed, and many others, 31, 41
20 and they cast them down at his feet; and he healed
them : insomuch that the multitude wondered, when they
saw the dumb speaking, the maimed whole, and the
lame walking, and the blind seeing: and they glorified
the God of Israel.

68, Four Thousand Men fed.

Ix those days, when there was again a great multitude, 62
and they had nothing to eat, he called unto him his
disciples, and saith unto them, I have compassion on
the multitude, because they continue with me now three

5 days, and have nothing to eat, and I would not send
them away fasting to their home, lest haply they faint in
the way; and some of them are come from far. And
his disciples answered him, Whence shall one be able to 2 Ki. 4. 43.
fill so great a multitude with bread here in a desert
o place? And Jesus said unto them, How many loaves Mt.14.17..
have ye? And they said, Seven. And he commandeth
the multitude to sit down on the ground : and he took
the seven loaves, and having given thanks, he brake, and 1 Sa. g. 13.
gave to his disciples to set before them; and they set Lk. 22.19.

AND the Pharisees and Sadducees came forth, and
began to question with him, and asked him to shew them
a sign from heaven, tempting him. But he answered
and said unto them, When it is evening, ye say it will
be fair weather: for the heaven is red. And in thes
morning, It will be foul weather to day: for the heaven
is red and lowring. Ye know how to discern the face of
the heaven ; but ye cannot discern the signs of the times.
And he sighed deeply in his spirit, and saith, Why doth this
generation seek a sign? An evil and adulterous genera- 10
tion seeketh after a sign: verily I say unto you, there
shall no sign be given unto this generation, but the sign
of Jonah. And he left them, and again entering into
the boat, departed to the other side.

And they forgot to take bread; and they had not in 15
the boat with them more than one loaf. And he charged
them, saying, Take heed and beware of the leaven of the
Pharisees and the leaven of Herod. And they reasoned
one with another, saying, We have no bread. And
Jesus perceiving it saith unto them, O ye of little faith, 20
why reason ye among yourselves, because ye have no
bread? Do ye not yet perceive, neither understand?
Having eyes, see ye not, and having ears, hear ye not?
and do ye not remember? When I brake the five loaves
among the five thousand, how many baskets full of 25
broken pieces took ye up? They say unto him, Twelve.
And when the seven among the four thousand, how many
baskets full of broken pieces took ye up? And they say
unto him, Seven. And he said unto them, Do ye not
yet understand? How is it that ye do not perceive that 3o
I spake not to you concerning bread? But beware of
the leaven of the Pharisees and Sadducees. Then under-
stood they how that he bade them not beware of the

But
he turning about and seeing his disciples, rebuked Peter
and said unto him, Get thee behind me, Satan: thou art

a stumblingblock unto me: for thou mindest not the 30
things of God, but the things of men. And he called
unto him the multitude with his disciples, and said unto
them all, If any man would come after me, let him deny
himself, and take up his cross daily and follow me. For
whosoever would save his life shall lose it ; and whoso- 35
ever shall lose his life for my sake and the gospel’s, the
same shall find it. For what shall a man be profited, if
he shall gain the whole world, and lose or forfeit his own
self? or what shall a man give in exchange for his life?
For whosoever shall be ashamed of me and of my words 40
in this adulterous and sinful generation, of him shall the
Son of man also be ashamed when he cometh in his own
glory, and in the glory of his Father, and of the holy
angels; and then shall he render unto every man
according to his deeds. And he said unto them, Verily 45
I say unto you, there be some here of them that stand
by, which shall in no wise taste of death till they see the
Son of man coming in his kingdom.

2. The Transfiguration. Elijah.

AND it came to pass about eight days after these
sayings, he took with him Peter and James and John
his brother, and bringeth them up into a high mountain
apart by themselves, to pray. And as he was praying,
he was transfigured before them, and the fashion of his s

While he
20 was yet speaking, there came a cloud and overshadowed
them: and they feared as they entered into the cloud.
And behold, a voice came out of the cloud, saying, This 2Pet.1.17.
is my beloved Son, my chosen, in whom I am well Mt. 3. 17.
pleased; hear ye him. And when the voice came, Jesus 16
25 was found alone. And when the disciples heard it, they
fell on their face and were sore afraid. And Jesus came Dan.10.18.
and touched them and said, Arise, be not afraid. And
suddenly looking round about, they saw no one any
more, save Jesus only with themselves.
30  And as they were coming down from the mountain,
he charged them that they should tell no man what
things they had seen, save when the Son of man should
have risen again from the dead. And they held their
peace, and told no man in those days any of the things
35 which they had seen. And they kept the saying, ques-
tioning among themselves what the rising again from the
dead should mean. And his disciples asked him, saying,
Why then say the scribes that Elijah must first come? Mal. 4. 5.
And he answered and said unto them, Elijah indeed
40 cometh first, and restoreth all things: and how is it Acts 3.21.
written of the Son of man, that he should suffer many Is. 53. 2...
things and be set at nought? But I say unto you that I's. 22. 6..
Elijah is come already, and they knew him not, but have
done to him whatsoever they listed, even as it is written Mt. 14.3...

until seven times? Jesus saith unto him, I say not unto
thee, Until seven times ; but, Until seventy times seven.
Therefore is the kingdom of heaven likened unto a
certain king, which would make a reckoning with his
servants. And when he had begun to reckon, one was
brought unto him, which owed him ten thousand talents.
But forasmuch as he had not wherewit/ to pay, his lord
commanded him to be sold, and his wife, and children,
and all that he had, and payment to be made. The
servant therefore fell down and worshipped him, saying,
Lord, have patience with me, and I will pay thee all.

. And the lord of that servant, being moved with com-

passion, released him, and forgave him the debt. But
that servant went out, and found one of his fellow-
servants, which owed him a hundred pence: and he
laid hold on him, and took /#m by the throat, saying,
Pay what thou owest. So his fellow-servant fell down
and besought him, saying, Have patience with me, and
I will pay thee. And he would not: but went and cast
him into prison, till he should pay that which was due.
So when his fellow-servants saw what was done, they
were exceeding sorry, and came and told unto their lord
all that was done. Then his lord called him unto him,
and saith to him, Thou wicked servant, I forgave thee
all that debt, because thou besoughtest me: shouldest
not thou also have had mercy on thy fellow-servant, even
as I had mercy on thee? And his lord was wroth, and
delivered him to the tormentors, till he should pay all
that was due. So shall also my heavenly Father do unto
you, if ye forgive not every one his brother from your
hearts.

9. The Feast of Tuabernacles.

AND after these things Jesus walked in Galilee: for
he would not walk in Judea, because the Jews sought
to kill him. Now the feast of the Jews, the feast of
tabernacles, was at hand. His brethren therefore said
unto him, Depart hence, and go into Judea, that thy
disciples also may behold thy works which thou doest.
For no man doeth anything in secret, and himself
seeketh to be known openly. If thou doest these things,

beit we know this man whence he is: but when the Mt. 3. 55.
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8o WHERE I AM, YE CANNOT COME.

Christ cometh, no one knoweth whence he is. Jesus
therefore cried in the temple, teaching and saying, Ye
both know me, and know whence I am; and I am not
come of myself, but he that sent me is true, whom ye 55
know not. I know him; because I am from him, and
he sent me. They sought therefore to take him: and
no man laid his hand on him, because his hour was not
yet come. But of the multitude many believed on him ;
and they said, When the Christ shall come, will he do 60
more signs than those which this man hath done? The
Pharisees heard the multitude murmuring these things
concerning him ; and the chief priests and the Pharisees
sent officers to take him. Jesus therefore said, Yet a
little while am I with you, and I go unto him that sent 65
me. Ye shall seek me, and shall not find me: and
where I am, ye cannot come. The Jews therefore said
among themselves, Whither will this man go that we
shall not find him? will he go unto the Dispersion
among the Greeks, and teach the Greeks? What is this 70
word that he said, Ye shall seek me, and shall not find
me: and where I am, ye cannot come?

Now on the last day, the great day of the feast, Jesus
stood and cried, saying, If any man thirst, let him come
unto me, and drink. He that believeth on me, as the 75
scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of
living water. But this spake he of the Spirit, which they
that believed on him were to receive : for the Spirit was
not yet given; because Jesus was not yet glorified. Some
of the multitude therefore, when they heard these words, 8o
said, This is of a truth the prophet. Others said, This is
the Christ. But some said, What, doth the Christ come
out of Galilee? Hath not the scripture said that the
Christ cometh of the seed of David, and from Bethlehem,
the village where David was? So there arose a division 8;
in the multitude because of him. And some of them
would have taken him ; but no man laid hands on him.

The officers therefore came to the chief priests and
Pharisees ; and they said unto them, Why did ye not
bring him? The officers answered, Never man so spake. 9o
The Pharisees therefore answered them, Are ye also led
astray? Hath any of the rulers believed on him, or of
the Pharisees? But this multitude which knoweth not
thé law are accursed. Nicodemus saith unto them (he

The sisters therefore sent unto him, saying, Lord,
behold, he whom thou lovest is sick. But when Jesus
heard it, he said, This sickness is not unto death, but for
the glory of God, that the Son of God may be glorified
thereby. Now Jesus loved Martha, and her sister, and
l.azarus. When therefore he heard that he was sick, he 10
abode at that time two days in the place where he was.
Then after this he saith to the disciples, Let us go into
Judea again. The disciples say unto him, Rabbi, the
Jews were but now seeking to stone thee; and goest thou
thither again? Jesus answered, Are there not twelve
hours in the day? If a man walk in the day, he
stumbleth not, because he seeth the light of this world.
But if a man walk in the night, he stumbleth, because
the light is not in him. These things spake he: and
after this he saith unto them, Our friend Il.azarus is 20
fallen asleep ; but I go, that I may awake him out of sleep.
The disciples therefore said unto him, Lord, if he 1s
fallen asleep, he will recover. Now Jesus had spoken of
his death : but they thought that he spake of taking rest
in sleep. Then Jesus therefore said unto them plainly, 25
Lazarus is dead. And I am glad for your sakes that I
was not there, to the intent ye may believe; nevertheless
let us go unto him. Thomas therefore, who is called
Didymus, said unto his fellow-disciples, Let us also go,
that we may die with him. 30

So when Jesus came, he found that he had been in

on me shall never die. Believest thou this? She saith
unto him, Yea, Lord: I have believed that thou art the Mt. 16. 16.
Christ, the Son of God, even he that cometh into the Jn. 6. 69.
world. And when she had said this, she went away, and
socalled Mary her sister secretly, saying, The Master is
here, and calleth thee. And she, when she heard it,
arose quickly, and went unto him. (Now Jesus was not
yet come into the village, but was still in the place where
Martha met him.) The Jews then which were with her
55 in the house, and were comforting her, when they saw
Mary, that she rose up quickly and went out, followed
her, supposing that she was going unto the tomb to weep Mt. 28. 1.

When Jesus therefore saw her weeping, and the Jews
also weeping which came with her, he groaned in the
spirit, and was troubled, and said, Where have ye laid
him? They say unto him, Lord, come and see. Jesus
65 wept. The Jews therefore said, Behold how he loved Lk.1g. 41.
him! But some of them said, Could not this man,
which opened the eyes of him that was blind, have Jn. g. 6.
caused that this man also should not die? Jesus there-
fore again groaning in himself cometh to the tomb.
70 Now it was a cave, and a stone lay against it. Jesus Mt. 27. 6o.
saith, Take ye away the stone. Martha, the sister of him
that was dead, saith unto him, Lord, by this time he
stinketh : for he hath been dead four days. Jesus saith
unto her, Said I not unto thee, that, if thou believedst,

thou shouldest see the glory of God? So they took ys
away the stone. And Jesus lifted up his eyes, and said,
Father, I thank thee that thou heardest me. And I
knew that thou hearest me always: but because of the
multitude which standeth around I said it, that they may
believe that thou didst send me. And when he had 8o
thus spoken, he cried with a loud voice, Lazarus, come
forth. He that was dead came forth, bound hand and
foot with grave-clothes; and his face was bound about
with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them, l.oose him, and
let him go. 85

Many therefore of the Jews, which came to Mary and
beheld that which he did, believed on him. But some
of them went away to the Pharisees, and told them the
things which Jesus had done.

The chief priests therefore and the Pharisees gathered go
a council, and said, What do we? for this man doeth
many signs. If we let him thus alone, all men will
believe on him: and the Romans will come and take
away botb our place and our nation. But a certain one
of them, Caiaphas, being high priest that year, said unto g5
them, Ye know nothing at all, nor do ye take account
that it is expedient for you that one man should die for
the people, and that the whole nation perish not. Now
this he said not of himself: but being high priest that
year, he prophesied that Jesus should die for the nation :
and not for the nation only, but that he might also

. gather together into one the children of God that are

scattered abroad. So from that day forth they took
counsel that they might put him to death.

Jesus therefore walked no more openly among the ros
Jews, but departed thence into the country near to the
wilderness, into a city called Ephraim; and there he
tarried with the disciples.

And he spake a parable unto them, saying,
The ground of a certain rich man brought forth plenti-
fully : and he reasoned within himself, saying, What shall
I do, because I have not where to bestow my fruits?
And he said, This will I do: I will pull down my barns,
and build greater: and there will I bestow all my corn
and my goods. And I will say to my soul, Soul, thou
hast much goods laid up for many years; take thine
ease, eat, drink, be merry. But God said unto him,
Thou foolish one, this night 1s thy soul required of thee;
and the things which thou hast prepared, whose shall
they be? So is he that layeth up treasure for himself,
and is not rich toward God.

And he said unto his disciples, Therefore I say unto
you, Be not anxious for your life, what ye shall eat; nor
yet for your body, what ye shall put on.

Consider the ravens, that they sow not, neither reap;
which have no store-chamber nor barn; and God feedeth
them: of how much more value are ye than the birds!

Con-
sider the lilies, how they grow : they toil not, neither do
they spin; yet I say unto you, Even Solomon in all his
glory was not arrayed like one of these. But if God
doth so clothe the grass in the field, which to-day is, and
to-morrow is cast into the oven; how much more shall
he clothe you, O ye of little faith? And seek not ye

- what ye shall eat, and what ye shall drink, neither be ye
- of doubtful mind. For all these things do the nations of

the world seek after: but your Father knoweth that ye
have need of these things.

AND he said also unto the disciples, There was a
certain rich man, which had a steward; and the same
was accused unto him that he was wasting his goods.

And the steward
said within himself, What shall I do, seeing that my
lord taketh away the stewardship from me?

25 is faithful in a very little is faithful also in much: and he
that is unrighteous in a very little is unrighteous also in
much. If therefore ye have not been faithful in the
unrighteous mammon, who will commit to your trust the
true riches? And if ye have not been faithful in that

30 which is another’s, who will give you that which is your
own? No servant can serve two masters: for either he
will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will hold
to one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and
mammon.

35  And the Pharisees, who were lovers of money, heard
all these things; and they scoffed at him. And he said
unto them, Ye are they that justify yourselves in the
sight of men; but God knoweth your hearts: for that
which is exalted among men is an abomination in the
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110 THERE IS A GREAT GULF FIXED.

sight of God. The law and the prophets were until 40
John: from that time the gospel of the kingdom of God

is preached, and every man entereth violently into it.
But it is easier for heaven and earth to pass away, than
for one tittle of the law to fall. Every one that putteth
away his wife, and marrieth another, committeth adultery: 45
and he that marrieth one that is put away from a husband
committeth adultery.

112. Of the wrong use of Riches. Dives and Lazarus.

Now there was a certain rich man, and he was
clothed in purple and fine linen, faring sumptuously
every day: and a certain beggar named Lazarus was
laid at his gate, full of sores, and desiring to be fed with
the crumbs that fell from the rich man’s table ; yea, even s
the dogs came and licked his sores. And it came to
pass, that the beggar died, and that he was carried away
by the angels into Abraham’s bosom : and the rich man
also died, and was buried. And in Hades he lifted up
his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, 10
and Lazarus in his bosom. And he cried and said,
Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus,
that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool
my tongue; for I am in anguish in this flame. But
Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime
receivedst thy good things, and Lazarus in like manner
evil things : but now here he is comforted, and thou art in
anguish. And beside all this, between us and you there
is a great gulf fixed, that they which would pass from
hence to you may not be able, and that none may cross 20
over from thence to us. And he said, I pray thee there-
fore, father, that thou wouldest send him to my father’s
house; for I have five brethren; that he may testify
unto them, lest they also come into this place of torment.
But Abraham saith, They have Moses and the prophets ; 25
let them hear them. And he said, Nay, father Abraham:
but if one go to them from the dead, they will repent.
And he said unto him, If they hear not Moses and the

and there are eunuchs, which were made eunuchs by
men: and there are eunuchs, which made themselves
eunuchs for the kingdom of heaven’s sake. He that is
able to receive it, let him receive it. And in the house
the disciples asked him again of this matter. And he
said unto them, Whosoever shall put away his wife, and
marry another, committeth adultery against her: and if 3
she herself shall put away her husband, and marry
another, she committeth adultery.

And when the disciples heard it, they were as-
tonished exceedingly, saying unto him, Who then can
be saved? And Jesus looking upon them saith, With

4o thy sight : thy faith hath made thee whole. And being Mk. 5. 34.

the way, glorifying God: and all the people when they
saw it, gave praise unto God.

AND as they heard these things, he added and spake
a parable, because he was nigh to Jerusalem, and because
they supposed that the kingdom of God was immedi- Acts 1.

And he said unto him also, Be thou also over five cities.
And another came, saying, Lord, behold, here is thy
pound, which I kept laid up in a napkin: for I feared
thee, because thou art an austere man: thou takest up
that thou layest not down, and reapest that thou didst
not sow. He saith unto him, Out of thine own mouth 25
will T judge thee, thou wicked servant. Thou knewest
that I am an austere man, taking up that I laid not
down, and reaping that I did not sow; then wherefore
gavest thou not my money into the bank, and I at my
coming should have required it with interest? And he
said unto them that stood by, Take away from him the
pound, and give it unto him that hath the ten pounds.
And they said unto him, Lord, he hath ten pounds. I
say unto you, that unto every one that hath shall be
given ; but from him that hath not, even that which he
hath shall be taken away from him. Howbeit these
mine enemies, which would not that I should reign over
them, bring hither, and slay them before me.

And when he had thus spoken, he went on before,
going up to Jerusalem. 40

Now the passover of the Jews was at hand: and
many went up to Jerusalem out of the country before
the passover, to purify themselves. They sought there-
fore for Jesus, and spake one with another, as they stood
in the temple, What think ye? That he will not come
to the feast? Now the chief priests and the Pharisees
had given commandment, that, if any man knew where
he was, he should shew it, that they might take him.

Jesus therefore six days before the passover came to
Bethany, where ILazarus was, whom Jesus raised from 1o
the dead. So they made him a supper there, in the
house of Simon the leper: and Martha served; but
Lazarus was one of them that sat at meat with him.

The common people therefore of the Jews learned
that he was there: and they came, not for Jesus’ sake 13
only, but that they might see Lazarus also, whom he had

5 with her hair: and the house was filled with the odour of
the ointment. But Judas Iscariot, one of his disciples,
which should betray him, saith, To what purpose hath
this waste of the ointment been made? Why was not
this ointment sold for three hundred pence, and given to
1o the poor? Now this he said, not because he cared for Jn. 6. 70.
the poor; but because he was a thief, and having the bag, Jn. 13. 29.
took away what was put therein. And they murmured
against her. But Jesus perceiving it, said, Let her alone ;
why trouble ye her? Suffer her to keep it against the
15 day of my burying. She hath wrought a good work on
me.  For the poor ye have always with you, and when- Deuw.ss.11.
soever ye will ye can do them good: but me ye have
not always. She hath done what she could: she hath
anointed my body aforehand for the burying. And
20 verily I say unto you, Wheresoever this gospel shall be
preached throughout the whole world, that also which
this woman hath done shall be spoken of for a memorial
of her.

AND it came to pass on the morrow when they drew
nigh unto Jerusalem, and came unto Bethphage and
Bethany at the mount that is called the Mount of Olives,
then sent Jesus two of his disciples, saying unto them, Go
your way into the village that is over against you: and 5
straightway as ye enter in ye shall find an ass tied, and a
colt with her, whereon no man ever yet sat: loose them,
and bring them unto me. And if any one ask you, Why
do ye loose them? thus shall ye say, The Lord hath need
of them; and straightway he will send them back hither.
Now this is come to pass that it might be fulfilled which
was spoken by the prophet, saying,

Tell ye the daughter of Zion,

Behold thy king cometh unto thee,

Meek, and riding upon an ass, 1

And upon a colt the foal of an ass.
And they that were sent went away, and did even as
Jesus appointed them, and found a colt tied at the door
without in the open street; and they loose him. And
as they were loosing the colt, the owners thereof said
unto them, What do ye, loosing the colt? And they
said, The Lord hath need of him: and they let them go.
And they brought the ass and the colt unto Jesus, and
they threw their garments upon the colt, and set Jesus
thereon. And the most part of the multitude spread
their garments in the way; and others cut branches from
the trees and spread them in the way. And a great
multitude that had come to the feast, when they heard
that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, took the branches
of the palm trees, and went forth to meet him. And as
he was now drawing nigh, even at the descent of the
mount of Olives, the whole multitude of the disciples,
both they which went before and they that followed,
began to rejoice and praise God with a loud voice for
all the mighty works which they had seen; and they cried
saying, Hosanna to the son of David: Blessed is he that
cometh in the name of the Lord, even the King of Israel.
Blessed is the kingdom that cometh, the kingdom of our

And when he was come into Jerusalem, all the city
55 was stirred, saying, Who is this? And the multitude
said, This is the prophet, Jesus, from Nazareth of Gali-
lee.
These things understood not his disciples at the Jn. 2. 22;
first: but when Jesus was glorified, then remembered — 7 39
60 they that these things were written of him, and that they
had done these things unto him. The multitude there-
fore that was with him when he called Lazarus out of Jn. 11. 43.
the tomb, and raised him from the dead, bare witness. 83
For this cause also the multitude went and met him, for
65 that they heard that he had done this sign. The Phari-
sees therefore said among themselves, Behold how ye
prevail nothing : lo, the world is gone after him.
And he entered into Jerusalem, into the temple; and Lk. 2. z9.
when he had looked round about upon all things, it being
70 now eventide, he went out into Bethany with the twelve.

AND on the morrow, when they were come out from
Bethany, as he returned to the city in the morning, he
hungered. And seeing a fig tree afar off by the wayside

And he answered and said unto it, No man eat fruit
from thee henceforward for ever. And his disciples
heard it.

And they come to Jerusalem, and Jesus entered into
the temple of God, and began to cast out all them that
sold and them that bought in the temple, and overthrew
the tables of the money changers, and the seats of them
that sold the doves; and he would not suffer that any man
should carry a vessel through the temple. And he
taught, and said unto them, Is it not written, My house
shall be called a house of prayer for all the nations? But
ye have made it a den of robbers. And the chief priests
and the scribes, and the principal men of the people
heard it, and sought how they might destroy him: for
they feared him, for all the multitude were astonished at
his teaching. And they could not find what they might
do, for all the people hung upon him, listening.

And the blind and the lame came to him in the
temple : and he healed them.

And as they passed by in tlie morning, they saw the
fig tree withered away from the roots. And Peter calling
to remembrance saith unto him, Rabbi, behold, the fig
tree which thou cursedst is withered away. And Jesus
answering saith unto them, Have faith in God.  Verily 1
say unto you, Whosoever shall say unto this mountain,
Be thou taken up and cast into the sea; and shall not
doubt in his heart, but shall believe that what he saith
cometh to pass; he shall have it. Therefore I say unto
you, All things whatsoever ye pray and ask for, believe
that ye have received them, and ye shall have them.
And whensoever ye stand praying, forgive, if ye have
aught against any one; that your Father also which is in
heaven may forgive you your trespasses.

128. Authority questioned. The Tiwo Sons.

AND they come again to Jerusalem. And it came to
pass on one of the days, as he was walking in the
temple and teaching the people and preaching the
gospel, there came upon him the chief priests and the
5 scribes with the elders; and they spake, saying unto him,
Tell us: By what authority doest thou these things? or Acts 4. 7.
who is he that gave thee this authority to do these things?
And Jesus answered and said unto them, I also will ask
you one question, which if ye tell me, I likewise will tell

10 you by what authority I do these things. The baptism
of John, whence was it? from heaven or from men?
And they reasoned with themselves, saying, If we shall
say, From heaven ; he will say unto us, Why then did ye
not believe him? But if we shall say, From men;

15 all the people will stone us: for they be persuaded that Lk. 7. 29.
John was a prophet. And they answered Jesus, and Mt. 4. 5.
said, That they knew not whence it was. And Jesus said
unto them, Neither tell I you by what authority 1 do
these things.

20 But what think ye? A man had two sons; and he
came to the first, and said, Son, go work to-day in the
vineyard. And he answered and said, I will not: but
afterward he repented himself, and went. And he came
to the second, and said likewise. And he answered and

25 said, I go, sir: and went not. Whether of the twain did
the will of his father? They say, The first. Jesus saith
unto them, Verily I say unto you, that the publicans and Lk. 7. 29..
the harlots go into the kingdom of God before you. 46
For John came unto you in the way of righteousness,

30and ye believed him not: but the publicans and the
harlots believed him: and ye, when ye saw it, did not
even repent yourselves afterward, that ye might believe
him.

about it, and digged a pit for the winepress in it, and
built a tower, and let it out to husbandmen, and went
into another country. And when the season of the fruits s
drew near, he sent unto the husbandmen a servant, that
he might receive of the husbandmen of the fruits of the
vineyard. And they took him, and beat him, and sent
him away empty. And again he sent unto them another
servant ; and him also they beat, and handled him shame- 10
fully, wounding him in the head, and sent him away
empty. And he sent yet a third: and him also they
wounded and cast him forth : and many others; beating
some, and killing some. And the lord of the vineyard
said, What shall I do? I will send my beloved son: it 15
may be they will reverence him. But when the husband-
men saw him, they reasoned one with another, saying,
This is the heir: come, let us kill him, and the inheritance
shall be ours. And they took him and cast him forth
out of the vineyard, and killed him. When therefore 20
the lord of the vineyard shall come, what will he do unto
those husbandmen? They say unto him, He will
miserably destroy those miserable men, and will let out
the vineyard unto other husbandmen, which shall render
him the fruits in their seasons. And when they heard it, 25
they said, God forbid. But he looked upon them and
said, What then is this that is written,

The stone which the builders rejected,

The same was made the head of the corner:

This was from the Lord, 30

And it is marvellous in our eyes?
Everyone that falleth on that stone shall be broken
in pieces ; but on whomsoever it shall fall, it will scatter
him as dust. Therefore I say unto you, the kingdom of
heaven shall be taken from you, and shall be given to a 35
nation bringing forth the fruits thereof.

And when the scribes and the chief priests and the
Pharisees heard his parables, they perceived that he
spake of them. And they sought to lay hands on him in
that very hour; and they feared the people, because they 40
took him for a prophet. And they left him and went
away.

AND Jesus answered and spake again in parables Lk.r4.1s..
unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is likened 108
unto a certain king, which made a marriage feast for his Rev. 19. 9.
son, and sent forth his servants to call them that were Est. 6. 14.

5 bidden to the marriage feast : and they would not come.
Again he sent forth other servants, saying, Tell them that
are bidden, Behold, I have made ready my dinner: my Pro. 9. 2.
oxen and my fatlings are killed, and all things are ready:
come to the marriage feast. But they made light of it,

10 and went their ways, one to his own farm, another to his
merchandise : and the rest laid hold on his servants, and
entreated them shamefully, and killed them. But the
king was wroth; and he sent his armies, and destroyed De.28.49..
those murderers, and burned their city. Then saith he Dan-9-26.

15 to his servants, The wedding is ready, but they that were
bidden were not worthy. Go ye therefore unto the Actsi3.46.
partings of the highways, and as many as ye shall find,
bid to the marriage feast. And those servants went out
into the highways, and gathered together all as many as

20 they found, both bad and good: and the wedding was Mt. 13. 47.
filled with guests. But when the king came in to behold
the guests, he saw there a man which had not on a wedding- Zeph. 1. 8.
garment: and he saith unto him, Friend, how camest G2l 3 27-
thou in hither not having a wedding-garment? And he Rev. 19.8.

25 was speechless. Then the king said to the servants,

Bind him hand and foot, and cast him out into the
outer darkness ; there shall be the weeping and gnashing
of teeth. For many are called, but few chosen.

131. Question of Tribute to Cesar.

THEN went the Pharisees and took counsel how they
might ensnare him in his talk. And they watched him,
and sent forth spies, certain of their own disciples and of
the Herodians, which feigned themselves to be righteous, Mk. 8. 15.
5 that they might take hold of his speech, so as to deliver
him up to the rule and authority of the governor. And
when they were come, they say unto himn, Master, we

us to give tribute unto Cesar, or not? Shall we give, or
shall we not give? But Jesus perceived their wickedness,
and said, Why tempt ye me, ye hypocrites? Shew me
the tribute-money, that I may see it. And they brought
unto him a penny. And he saith unto them, Whose is
this image and superscription? They say unto him,
Ceesar’s.  And Jesus said unto them, Then render unto
Rom.13.7. Caesar the things that are Ceesar’s, and unto God the
things that are God’s. And when they heard it, they 20
were not able to take hold of the saying before the
people: and they marvelled greatly at his answer, and
held their peace : and they left him and went their way.

132. Question of the Resurrection.

AND on that day there came unto him certain of the

Acts 23. 8. Sadducees, they which say that there is no resurrection ;

and they asked him, saying, Master, Moses wrote unto us,
- If a man die and leave a wife behind him and leave no
- child, that his brother should marry his wife and raise up 5
seed unto his brother. Now there were with us seven
brethren: and the first took a wife, and died childless,
and the second took her, and dying, left no seed behind
him; and the third took her, and likewise the seven also

left no children ; and died. Last of all the woman also 10
died. In the resurrection therefore whose wife shall she
be of the seven? for they all had her to wife. Jesus
said unto them, Is it not for this cause that ye err, that
ye know not the scriptures, nor the power of God? The

sons of this world marry and are given in marriage : but 15
they that are accounted worthy to attain to that world,
1Co. 7.29. and the resurrection from the dead, neither marry nor
are given in marriage: for neither can they die any more:

1 Jn. 3. 2. for they are equal unto the angels ; and are sons of God,
being sons of the resurrection. But as touching the dead, 20
that they are raised; have ye not read in the book of
Moses, in the place concerning the Bush, how God spake

said, Master, thou hast well said. For they durst not
any more ask him any question. And when the multitudes
heard it they were astonished at his teaching.

But the Pharisees, when they heard that he had put
the Sadducees to silence, gathered themselves together.
And one of them, a scribe, asked him a question, tempt-
ing him, Master, what commandment is first of all in the
slaw? Jesus answered, The first is, Hear, O Israel, the Deu.6.y4...
Lord our God, the Lord is one: and thou shalt love the Mt. 4. ro.
Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, Lk-10.26..
and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength. 'This 89
is the first and great commandment. And the second

10 like unto it is this: Thou shalt love thy neighbour as Lev.1g.18.

thyself. There is none other commandment greater than Ro. 13. 8..
these. On these two commandments hangeth the whole
law and the prophets. And the scribe said unto him,
Of a truth, Master, thou hast well said that he is one;

15 and there is none other but he: and to love him with all Deu. 4. 35.

the heart, and with all the understanding, and with all
the strength, and to love his neighbour as himself, is
much more than all whole burnt offerings and sacrifices. 1Sa.135.22.
And when Jesus saw that he answered discreetly, he said

20 unto him, Thou art not far from the kingdom of God.

And no man after that durst ask him any question.

Now while the Pharisees were gathered together,
Jesus asked them a question, as he taught in the temple,
saying, What think ye of the Christ? Whose son is he?

Watch and pray,
that ye enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is Rom.7.18,
25 willing, but the flesh is weak. Again the second time Gal. 5. 17.
he went away and prayed, saying, O my Father, if this
cannot pass away, except I drink it, thy will be done.
And again he came and found them sleeping, for their Mk. q. 6.
eyes were very heavy; and they wist not what to answer
30 him. And he left them again, and went away, and
prayed a third time, saying again the same words. Then
cometh he to the disciples the third time, and saith unto
them, Sleep on now, and take your rest: it is enough;
the hour is come; behold, the Son of man is betrayed jn. 13. 1.
35into the hands of sinners. Arise, let us be going:
behold, he that betrayeth me is at hand.

157, TZhe Betrayal and Arrest.

Now Judas also one of the twelve, which betrayed
him, knew the place: for Jesus ofttimes resorted thither
with his disciples. Judas then having received the
band of soldiers, and officers from the chief priests
sand the Pharisees and elders of the people, cometh
thither, and with him a great multitude with swords and Acts 1. 16.
staves and lanterns and torches. Now he that betrayed
him had given them a token, saying, Whomsoever I shall
kiss, that is he: take him, and lead him away safely.
10 And straightway he came to Jesus, and saith, Hail, Rabbi, ; Sa. 20. 9.
and kissed him. But Jesus said unto him, Judas, be-
trayest thou the Son of man with a kiss?
Jesus therefore, knowing all the things that were
coming upon him, went forth, and saith unto them,
15 Whom seek ye? They answered him, Jesus of Nazareth.
Jesus saith unto them, I am he. And Judas also which

. be fulfilled which he spake, Of those whom thou hast

given me I lost not one. Then saith he unto Judas,
Friend, do that for which thou art come. Then they
came and laid hands on Jesus, and took him. And
when they that were about him saw what would: follow,

. they said, Lord, shall we smite with the sword? Simon

Peter therefore having a sword, drew it, and struck the
high priest’s servant, and cut off his right ear. Now the
servant’s name was Malchus. But Jesus answered and
said, Suffer ye thus far. And he touched his ear and
healed him. Jesus therefore saith unto Peter, Put up
the sword into the sheath: for all they that take the
sword shall perish with the sword. The cup which the
Father hath given me shall I not drink it? Or thinkest
thou that I cannot beseech my Father and he shall even
now send me more than twelve legions of angels? How
then should the scriptures be fulfilled, that thus it must
be? In that hour said Jesus to the multitudes, and to 40
the chief priests and captains of the temple and elders,
which were come against him, Are ye come out as against
a robber, with swords and staves to seize me? 1 sat
daily with you in the temple teaching, and ye took me
not, neither stretched ye forth your hands against me: 45
but this is your hour, and the power of darkness. And
all this is come to pass, that the scriptures of the prophets
might be fulfilled. Then all the disciples left him and
fled.

And a certain young man followed with him, having so
a linen cloth cast about him, over his naked body: and
they lay hold on him; but he left the linen cloth, and
fled naked.

So the band and the chief captain and the officers of

-the Jews, seized Jesus and bound him, and led him to

Annas first ; for he was father in law to Caiaphas, which Lk. 3. 2.

The high priest therefore asked Jesus of his disciples,
and of his teaching. Jesus answered him, I have spoken
openly to the world; I ever taught in synagogues, and Lk. 4. 15.
10 in the temple, where all the Jews come together ; and in Jn. 7. 28.
secret spake I nothing. Why askest thou me? ask them Jn. 8. 26.
that have heard me, what I spake unto them: behold,
these know the things which I said. And when he had
said this, one of the officers standing by struck Jesus Acts 23. 2.
with his hand, saying, Answerest thou the high priest so?
Jesus answered him, If I have spoken evil, bear witness
of the evil: but if well, why smitest thou me? Annas
therefore sent him bound unto Caiaphas the high priest.
And the men that held Jesus mocked him and beat
20 him.  And they blindfolded him, and asked him, saying. .
Prophesy: who is he that struck thee? And many other Is. 53. 7.
things spake they against him, reviling him. 1Pet2.23

159. Peter thrice denies Him.

AND Simon Peter followed Jesus afar off, and so did
another disciple. Now that disciple was known unto the Mk. 1. 20.
high priest, and entered in with Jesus into the court of
the high priest ; but Peter was standing at the door with-
out. So the other disciple which was known unto the
high priest, went out and spake unto her that kept the Actsiz.13.
door, and brought in Peter; and he entered in and sat
with the officers to see the end. Now the servants and
the officers were standing there, having made a fire of
10 coals ; for it was cold: and Peter also was with them,
standing and warming himself in the light of the fire.
The maid therefore that kept the door, seeing him as he
sat in the light of the fire, came unto him and looking
steadfastly upon him, said, Art thou also one of this man’s
15 disciples? But he denied before them all, saying, Wo- Jn. 13. 38.
man, I am not. I neither know nor understand what
thou sayest. And he went out into the porch; and the
cock crew. And when he was gone out into the porch

the maid saw him, and began again to say to them that
stood by, This is one of them. They said therefore unto
him, Art thou also one of his disciples? And again he
denied with an oath, and said, Man, I am not. I know
not the man. And after the space of about one hour
another confidently affirmed, saying to them that stood
by, Of a truth this man also was with him: for heisa
Galilzean, and his speech bewrayeth him. One of the
servants of the high priest, being a kinsman of him
whose ear Peter cut off, saith, Did I not see thee in the
garden with him? Peter therefore denied again, and
began to curse and to swear, saying, Man, I know not
this man of whom ye speak, nor what thou sayest. And
immediately, while he yet spake, the second time the
cock crew. And the Lord turned, and looked upon
Peter. And Peter remembered the word of the Lord,
how that he said unto him, Before the cock crow twice
this day, thou shalt deny me thrice. And when he
thought thereon he went out and wept bitterly.

160. _Jesus before the Sanhedrim.

AND as soon as it was day, the assembly of the elders
of the people was gathered together, both the chief priests
and the elders and the scribes, And they led him away
into their council, saying, If thou art the Christ, tell us.
But he said unto them, If I tell you, ye will not believe :
and if I ask you, ye will not answer. Now the chief
priests and the whole council sought false witness against
him, that they might put him to death; and found it not,
though many false witnesses came. For many bare false
witness against him, and their witness agreed not together.
But afterward came two, which stood up and bare false
witness against him, saying, We heard this man say, I
will destroy this temple that is made with hands, and in
three days I will build another made without hands.
And not even so did their witness agree together. And
the high priest stood up in the midst, and asked Jesus,
saymg, Answerest thou nothing? What is it which these
witness against thee? But Jesus held his peace, and

Son of God? And he said unto them, Ye say that I am.
Then the high priest rent his garments, saying, He hath 2 Ki. rg. 1.
spoken blasphemy: what further need have we of wit- Actst4.14.
nesses? behold now we ourselves have heard the blas-
30 phemy from his own mouth: what think ye? And they
all answered and said, He is worthy of death. And
some began to spit on him, and to cover his face and to Is. so. 6.
buffet him: and some smote him with the palms of
their hands, saying, Prophesy unto us, thou Christ: who
35 is he that struck thee?

161. Swicide of Judas.

THEN Judas, which betrayed him, when he saw that
he was condemned, repented himself, and brought back
the thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and elders,
saying, I have sinned, in that I betrayed innocent blood.

5 But they said, What is that to us? see thou to it. And 2 Ki. t0.g.
he cast down the pieces of silver into the sanctuary, and
departed ; and he went away and hanged himself. And 2521 17.23.
falling headlong he burst asunder in the midst and all 152 314
his bowels gushed out. And the chief priests took the

1o pieces of silver, and said, It is not lawful to put them
into the treasury, since it is the price of blood. And Deu.23.18.
they took counsel, and bought with them the potter’s
field, to bury strangers in. And it became known to all
the dwellers in Jerusalem, insomuch that in their lan-

15 guage that field was called Akeldama, that is, the field
of blood. Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by
Jeremiah the prophet, saying, And they took the thirty Zec.11.12.
pieces of silver, the price of him that was priced, whom
certain of the children of Israel did price; and they gave

20 them for the potter’s field, as the Lord appointed me.

162. _Jesus before Pilate.

AND straightway in the morning, the chief priests
with the elders and the scribes, and the whole council,
held a consultation against Jesus to put him to death,
and they bound him, and the whole company of them
rose up and carried him away, and delivered him up to
Pilate the governor. They lead Jesus therefore from
Caiaphas into the palace: and it was early; and they
themselves entered not into the palace, that they might
not be defiled, but might eat the passover. Pilate there-
fore went out unto them, and saith, What accusation
bring ye against this man? They answered and said
unto him, If this man were not an evil-doer, we should
not have delivered him up unto thee. Pilate therefore
said unto them, Take him yourselves, and judge him
according to your law. The Jews said unto him, It is
not lawful for us to put any man to death: that the word
of Jesus might be fulfilled, which he spake, signifying by
what manner of death he should die.

And they began to accuse him, saying, We found this
man perverting our nation, and forbidding to give tribute
to Cesar, and saying that he himself is Christ, a king.
Pilate therefore entered again into the palace, and called
Jesus, and said unto him, Art thou the King of the Jews?
Jesus answered, Sayest thou this of thyself, or did others
tell it thee concerning me? Pilate answered, Am I a
Jew? Thine own nation and the chief priests delivered
thee unto me: what hast thou done? Jesus answered,
My kingdom is not of this world : if my kingdom were
of this world, then would my servants fight, that I should
not be delivered to the Jews: but now is my kingdom
not from hence. Pilate therefore said unto him, Art
thou a king then? Jesus answered, Thou sayest that I
am a king. To this end have I been born, and to this
end am I come into the world, that I should bear witness
unto the truth. Every one that is of the truth heareth
my voice. Pilate saith unto him, What is truth ?

And Pilate said unto the chief priests and multitudes,
1 find no fault in this man. But they were the more
urgent, and accused him of many things; and when he

40 was accused by the chief priests and elders he answered
nothing. And Pilate again asked him, saying, Answerest Is. 53. 7.
thou nothing? Hearest thou not how many things they
accuse thee of, and witness against thee? But Jesus no
more answered anything, not even to one word, insomuch

45 that the governor marvelled greatly.

163. Jesus before Herod.

And they said, He stirreth up the people, teaching
throughout all Judwea, and beginning from Galilee even
unto this place. But when Pilate heard it, he asked
whether the man were a Galileean. And when he knew
5 that he was of Herod’s jurisdiction, he sent him unto Lk. 3. 1.
Herod, who himself also was at Jerusalem in these days.
Now when Herod saw Jesus, he was exceeding glad :
for he was of a long time desirous to see him, because Lk. g. y.
he had heard concerning him; and he hoped to see Mk.G6. zo.
10 some miracle done by him. And he questioned him in Jn. 4. 48.
many words ; but he answered him nothing. And the
chief priests and the scribes stood, vehemently accusing
him. And Herod with his soldiers set him at nought, Acts 4. 2.
and mocked him, and arraying him in gorgeous apparel
15 sent him back to Pilate. And Herod and Pilate became
friends with each other that very day: for before they
were at enmity between themselves.

164. Barabbas preferred. Jesus condemned.

AND Pilate called together the chief priests and
the rulers and the people, and went out again unto
them, and said unto them, Ye brought unto me this
man as one that perverteth the people: and behold,

s I, having examined him before you, found no fault in
this man touching those things whereof ye accuse him:
no, nor yet Herod, for he hath sent him back unto us;
and behold, nothing worthy of death hath been done by
him. I will therefore chastise him, and release him.

10 Now at the feast the governor was wont to release
unto the multitude one prisoner, whom they asked of

him. And they had then a notable prisoner called
Barabbas, lying bound with them that had made a
certain insurrection in the city, men who in the insur-
rection had committed murder. And the multitude 15
went up and began to ask him to do as he was wont to
do unto them. And Pilate answered them saying, Ye
have a custom that I should release unto you one at the
passover : will ye therefore that I release unto you the
King of the Jews? They cried out therefore again zo
saying, Not this man, but Barabbas. Pilate said, Whom
will ye that I release unto you? Barabbas, or Jesus
which is called Christ? For he knew that for envy they
had delivered him up.

And while he was sitting on the judgement seat, his 25
wife sent unto him, saying, Have thou nothing to do
with that righteous man: for I have suffered many
things this day in a dream because of him.

Now the chief priests and the elders stirred up the
multitude and persuaded them that they should ask for 3o
Barabbas and destroy Jesus. But the governor answered
and said unto them, Whether of the twain will ye that I
release unto you? and they cried out altogether, saying,
Away with this man, and release unto us Barabbas. And
Pilate spake unto them again, desiring to release Jesus; 3
and said, What then shall I do unto him whom ye call
the King of the Jews? But they all shouted, saying,
Crucify, crucify him. And he saith unto them the third
time, Why, what evil hath this man done? I have
found no cause of death in him: I will therefore chastise 40
him and release him. But they were instant with loud
voices, and cried out exceedingly, saying, Let him be
crucified. And their voices prevailed. So when Pilate
saw that he prevailed nothing, but that rather a tumult
was arising, he took water, and washed his hands before 45
the multitude, saying, I am innocent of the blood of this
righteous man: see ye to it. And all the people
answered and said, His blood be on us, and on our
children. Then Pilate, wishing to content the multitude,
gave sentence that what they had asked for should be 50
done. And he released him that for insurrection and
murder had been cast into prison, whom they asked for:
but Jesus he delivered up to their will.

165. _Jesus scourged, mocked, sentenced.

TueN Pilate therefore took Jesus, and scourged him.
And the soldiers led him away within the court, which is
the Praetorium, and gathered unto him the whole band.
And they stripped him, and arrayed him in a purple 163
5 garment ; and they plaited a crown of thorns and put it
on his head, and a reed in his right hand: and they
came unto him and began to salute him; and they
kneeled down before him, and mocked him, worshipping
him and saying, Hail, King of the Jews! And they struck
10 him with their hands, and spat upon him, and took the Is. s0. 6.
reed and smote him on the head. And when they had
mocked him they took off from him the purple robe, and
put on him his garments.
And Pilate went out again, and saith unto them,
15 Behold, I bring him out to you, that ye may know that I
find no crime in him. Jesus therefore came out,
wearing the crown of thorns and the purple garment.
And Pilate saith unto them, Behold, the man! When
therefore the chief priests and the officers saw him, they
20 cried out, saying, Crucify him, crucify him. Pilate saith
unto them, Take him yourselves, and crucify him : for I Jn. 18.31.
find no crime in him. The Jews answered him, We have
a law, and by that law he ought to die, because he made Lev.24.16.
himself the Son of God. When Pilate therefore heard
25 this saying, he was the more afraid; and he entered into
the palace again, and saith unto Jesus, Whence art thou?
But Jesus gave him no answer. Pilate therefore saith
unto him, Speakest thou not unto me? knowest thou
not that I have power to release thee, and have power to
30 crucify thee? Jesus answered him, Thou wouldest have
no power against me, except it were given thee from Jn. 7. 30.
above : therefore he that delivered me unto thee hath
greater sin. Upon this Pilate sought to release him : Acts 3. 13.
but the Jews cried out, saying, If thou release this man,
35 thou art not Cesar’s friend : every one that maketh him-
self a king speaketh against Ceesar. When Pilate there-
fore heard these words, he brought Jesus out, and sat
down on the judgement-seat at a place called The Pave-

ment, but in Hebrew, Gabbatha. Now it was the
Preparation of the passover: it was about the sixth hour. 40
And he saith unto the Jews, Behold, your King! They
therefore cried out, Away with him, away with him,
crucify him. Pilate saith unto them, Shall I crucify your
King? The chief priests answered, We have no king
but Casar. Then therefore he delivered him unto them 45
to be crucified.

166. Jesus is led to Calvary.

THEY took Jesus therefore : and he went out, bearing
the cross for himself. And as they came out, they found
one passing by, Simon of Cyrene, coming from the
country, the father of Alexander and Rufus; him they
laid hold on and compelled to go with them, and laid on 5
him the cross, to bear it after Jesus.

And there followed him a great multitude of the
people, and of women who bewailed and lamented him.
But Jesus turning unto them said, Daughters of Jerusalem,
weep not for me, but weep for yourselves, and for your 1o
children. For behold, the days are coming, in which
they shall say, Blessed are the barren, and the wombs
that never bare, and the breasts that never gave suck.
Then shall they begin to say to the mountains, Fall on
us; and to the hills, Cover us. For if they do these
things in the green tree, what shall be done in the dry?

And there were also two others, malefactors, led with
him to be put to death.

And they bring him unto the place called The place
of a skull, which 1s called in Hebrew, Golgotha. And 20
they offered him wine mingled with myrrh, but when he
had tasted it, he would not drink.

AND there they crucified him, and with him the two
malefactors, one on the right hand, and the other on the
left, and Jesus in the midst. And Jesus said, Father,
forgive them ; for they know not what they do. And it

5 was the third hour, and they crucified him. And Pilate ps. 22. 16.
wrote a title also, and they set it up over his head on
the cross. And there was written, THIS 1S JESUS OF
NAZARETH THE KING OF THE JEws. This title therefore
read many of the Jews: for the place where Jesus was

10 crucified was nigh to the city: and it was written in
Hebrew, and in Latin, and in Greek. The chief priests
of the Jews therefore said to Pilate, Write not, The King
of the Jews; but, that he said, I am King of the Jews.
Pilate answered, What I have written I have written.

15 The soldiers therefore, when they had crucified Jesus,
took his garments, and made four parts, to every soldier
a part; and also the coat: now the coat was without
seam, woven from the top throughout. They said there-
fore one to another, Let us not rend it, but cast lots for

20 it, whose it shall be : that the scripture might be fulfilled,
which saith,
They parted my garments among them, Ps. 22. 18.
And upon my vesture did they cast lots.
These things therefore the soldiers did. And they sat
25 and watched him there.

AND the people stood beholding. And they that Ds. 22. ;.
passed by railed on him, wagging their heads, and say- Ps.109.25.
ing, Ha ! thou that destroyest the temple, and buildest 160
it in three days, save thyself. If thou art the Son of

5 God, come down from the cross. In like manner also
the chief priests mocking him among themselves with
the scribes and elders scoffed at him, saying, He saved
others, himself he cannot save; let him save himself, if
this is the Christ of God, his chosen. He is the Christ,

1o the King of Israel: let him now come down from the
cross, that we may see; and we will believe on him.
He trusteth on God; let him deliver him now if he Ps. 22. 8.
desireth him: for he said, I am the Son of God. And
the robbers also that were crucified with him cast upon

15 him the same reproach. And the soldiers also mocked
him, coming to him, offering him vinegar, and saymg, If
thou art the King of the Jews, save thyself.

169. Of Jesus Himself.

AND one of the malefactors which were hanged
railed on him, saying, Art not thou the Christ? save thy-
selfand us. Butthe other answered,and rebuking him said,
Dost thou not even fear God, seeing thou art in the same
condemnation? And we indeed justly; for we receive
the due reward of our deeds: but this man hath done
nothing amiss. And he said, Jesus, remember me when
thou comest in thy kingdom. And he said unto him,
Verily I say unto thee, To-day shalt thou be with me in
Paradise.

Now there were standing by the cross of Jesus his
mother, and his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas,
and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus therefore saw his
mother, and the disciple standing by, whom he loved, he
saith unto his mother, Woman, behold, thy son! Then
saith he to the disciple, Behold, thy mother! And from
that hour the disciple took her unto his own home.

170. AHis Death.

AND when the sixth hour was come, there was
darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour, the
sun’s light failing. And at the ninth hour Jesus cried
with a loud voice, Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani? which
is, being interpreted, My God, my God, why hast thou
forsaken me? And some of them that stood by, when
they heard it, said, Behold, he calleth Elijah.

After this Jesus, knowing that all things are now
finished, that the scripture might be accomplished, saith,
I thirst. There was set there a vessel full of vinegar, and
one of them ran and filling a sponge full of vinegar put
it upon hyssop and brought it to his mouth and gave him
to drink. And the rest said, Let be ; let us see whether
Elijah cometh to save him.

When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar he
cried again with a loud voice and said, It is finished:
Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit: And he
bowed his head and gave up the ghost. And behold,

the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to Lev. 16. 2.
20 the bottom; and the earth did quake; and the rocks Heb.9.8...
were rent; and the tombs were opened; and many
bodies of the saints that had fallen asleep were raised;
and coming forth out of the tombs after his resurrection 1Co.13.20.
they entered into the holy city and appeared unto many.
25 And when the centurion that stood by over against him,
and they that were with him watching Jesus, saw the
earthquake, and the things that were done, and that he so
gave up the ghost, they feared exceedingly, and glorified
God, saying, Truly this man was the Son of God. And
30 all the multitudes that came together to this sight, when
they beheld the things that were done, returned smiting
their breasts. And all his acquaintance, and the women
that followed with him from Galilee, stood afar off, Ps. 88.8;
beholding these things: among whom were both Mary — 38. 11.
35 Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James the less and
of Joses, and Salome; who when he was in Galilee,
followed him, and ministered unto him; and many other Lk, 8. 3.
women which came up with him unto Jerusalem.

171. His Death made certain.

THE Jews therefore, because it was the Preparation,
that the bodies should not remain on the cross upon the Deu.21.23.

And he that hath seen hath borne witness, and
his witness is true: and he knoweth that he saith true,
that ye also may believe. For these things came to Ex. r2.46.
pass, that the scripture might be fulfilled, A bone of him Num.g.r2.
15 shall not be broken. And again another scripture saith, IS+ 3+- 20
They shall look on him whom they pierced. Zec. 12.10.

172. His Burial.

AND behold, after these things, when even was now
come, because it was the Preparation, that is the day
before the sabbath, there came a rich man from
Arimatheea, a city of the Jews, named Joseph, who was a
councillor of honourable estate, a good man and a
righteous ; (he had not consented to their counsel and
deed), who also himself was looking for the kingdom of
God ; being a disciple of Jesus, but secretly for fear of the
Jews; this man boldly went in unto Pilate, and asked
that he might take away the body of Jesus. And Pilate
marvelled if he were already dead: and calling unto him
the centurion, he asked him whether he had been any
while dead. And when he learned it of the centurion, he
gave him leave, and commanded it to be given up. He
came therefore, having bought a linen cloth, and took
away his body. And there came also Nicodemus, he
who at the first came to him by night, bringing a mixture
of myrrh and aloes, about an hundred pound weight.
So they took the body of Jesus, and bound it in clean
linen cloths with the spices, as the custom of the Jews is
to bury. Now in the place where he was crucified there
was a garden; and in the garden Josep/’'s own new
tomb, which he had hewn out in the rock, wherein
was never man yet laid. There then because of the
Jews’ Preparation (for the tomb was nigh at hand) they
laid Jesus. And he rolled a great stone to the door of
the tomb, and departed. And Mary Magdalene was
there, and Mary the mother of Joses, sitting over against
the sepulchre. And the women, which had come with
him out of Galilee, followed after and beheld the tomb,
and how his body was laid. And they returned, and
prepared spices and ointments. And on the sabbath
they rested, according to the commandment.

173. Precautions against removal of His Body.

Now on the morrow, which is the day after the
Preparation, the chief priests and the Pharisees were
gathered together unto Pilate, saying, Sir, we remember

5 first day of the week, they came to the tomb when the
sun was risen, bringing the spices which they had pre-
pared. And they were saying among themselves, Who
shall roll us away the stone from the door of the tomb?
And looking up they see that the stone is rolled back:

Mary runneth therefore, and cometh to Simon Peter,
and to the other disciple, whom Jesus loved, and saith Jn. 21. 20.
- unto them, They have taken away the Lord out of the
tomb, and we know not where they have laid him. Peter
15 therefore arose and went forth, and the other disciple,
and they went toward the tomb. And they ran both
together: and the other disciple outran Peter, and came
first to the tomb ; and stooping and looking in, he seeth
the linen cloths lying; yet entered he not in. Simon Jn. 19. jo0.

Peter therefore also cometh, following him, and entered 20
into the tomb ; and he beholdeth the linen cloths lying,
and the napkin, that was upon his head, not lying with
the linen cloths, but rolled up in a place by itself. Then
entered in therefore the other disciple also, which came
first to the tomb, and he saw, and believed. For as yet 25
they knew not the scripture, that he must rise again from
the dead. So the disciples went away again unto their
own home, wondering at that which was come to pass.

And the women entered in, and found not the body
of the Lord Jesus. And it came to pass, while they were 30
perplexed thereabout, behold, two men stood by them in
dazzling apparel ; and they saw a young man sitting on
the right side, arrayed in a white robe ; and they were
amazed. And as they were affrighted and bowed down
their faces to the earth, the angel answered and said 33
unto the women, Be not amazed: for I know that ye
seek Jesus, the Nazarene, which hath been crucified:
Why seek ye the living among the dead? He is not
here ; for he is risen, even as he said. Remember how
he spake unto you while he was yet in Galilee, saying 40
that the Son of man must be delivered up into the hands
of sinful men, and be crucified, and the third day rise
again. Come, behold the place where the Lord lay.
But go quickly; tell his disciples and Peter, He is risen
from the dead, and lo, he goeth before you into Galilee ; 43
there shall ye see him, as he said unto you: Lo, I have
told you. And they went out and fled from the tomb;
for trembling and astonishment had come upon them.
And they said nothing to any one, for they were afraid.

But Mary was standing without at the tomb weeping:
so, as she wept, she stooped and looked into the tomb;
and she beholdeth two angels in white sitting, one at the
head, and one at the feet, where the body of Jesus had
lain. And they say unto her, Woman, why weepest thou? 5
She saith unto them, Because they have taken away my
Lord, and I know not where they have laid him. When
she had thus said, she turned herself back, and beholdeth
Jesus standing, and knew not that it was Jesus. Jesus

Moreover
certain women of our company amazed us, having been
early at the tomb; and when they found not his body, 25
they came, saying, that they had also seen a vision of
angels, which said that he was alive. And certain of
them that were with us went to the tomb, and found it
even so as the women had said: but him they saw not.
And he said unto them, O foolish men, and slow of heart
to believe in all that the prophets have spoken! Be-
hoved it not the Christ to suffer these things, and to
enter into his glory? And beginning from Moses and
from all the prophets, he interpreted to them in all the
scriptures the things concerning himself. And they drew ;3
nigh unto the village, whither they were going: and he
made as though he would go further. And they con-
strained him, saying, Abide with us: for it is toward
evening, and the day is now far spent. And he went

No. And he said unto them, Cast the net on the right
side of the boat, and ye shall find. They cast therefore,
15 and now they were not able to draw it for the multitude
of fishes. That disciple therefore whom Jesus loved Jn. r3. 28.
saith unto Peter, It is the Lord. So when Simon Peter
heard that it was the Lord, he girt his coat about him
(for he was naked), and cast himself into the sea. But
20 the other disciples came in the little boat (for they were
not far from the land, but about two hundred cubits off),
dragging the net full of fishes. So when they got out
upon the land, they see a fire of coals there, and fish laid
thereon, and bread. Jesus saith unto them, Bring of the
25 fish which ye have now taken. Simon Peter therefore
went up, and drew the net to land, full of great fishes, a
hundred and fifty and three: and for all there were so
many, the net was not rent. Jesus saith unto them,
Come and break your fast. And none of the disciples Acts 10.41.
30 durst inquire of him, Who art thou? knowing that it was
the Lord. Jesus cometh, and taketh the bread, and Lk. 24.30.
giveth them, and the fish likewise. This is now the 179
third time that Jesus was manifested to the disciples,
after that he was risen from the dead.

Verily, verily, I say unto thee,
When thou wast young, thou girdedst thyself, and
walkedst whither thou wouldest: but when thou shalt
be old, thou shalt stretch forth thy hands, and another
shall gird thee, and carry thee whither thou wouldest
not. Now this he spake, signifying by what manner of
death he should glorify God. And when he had spoken
this, he saith unto him, Follow me. Peter, turning
about, seeth the disciple whom Jesus loved following ;
which also leaned back on his breast at the supper, and
said, Lord, who is he that betrayeth thee? Peter there-
fore seeing him saith to Jesus, Lord, and what shall this
man do? Jesus saith unto him, If I will that he tarry
till I come, what is that to thee? follow thou me. This
saying therefore went forth among the brethren, that that
disciple should not die: yet Jesus said not unto him,
that he should not die; but, If I will that he tarry till I
come, what is that to thee?

This is the disciple which beareth witness of these
things, and wrote these things: and we know that his
witness is true. :
